TWO0 INTERESTING LETTERS

On the Settlement of the School Ques-
tion.

La Presse, of Montreal, published
lately the resolutions which have been
adopted by the citizen of St. Malo,
Manitoba, against the settlement of
the school question. These resolu-
tions had been addressed also to the
French Canadian Ministers in the
Laurier Government. On receipt of a
copy of these resolutions, the Hon. J
Israel Tarte, Minister of Public Works,
addressed to Rev. A. Noret, parish
priest of St. Malo, the following letter :

Office of the Minister of Public Works of
Canada, Dec. 21, 1806,
Rav. A, Noret, P. P., St. Malo, Man, :

Ray. Sir—I received wha! you call the
protestation of all the (Catholics of St. Malo.
The signatures, numbering three, are of the
game hand, which must be, I presume, yours.

I have come from Manitoba and I know
how things are done there. The Catholic
tax-payers do not enjoy there the liberty
which should be in all parts of the civilized
world, the privilege of citizens worthy of
uu\'urninut‘m:nnnl\'aa. But the day is not
far when my compatriots of that provincs
will realize” that they have everything to
lose by continuing to follow the disastrous
mlicy which has placed them in the sad in
feriority in which they are to day.

| am convinced that you have not given
cerious attention to the settlement against
which you say you protest. If by your
attitude, you succeed in preventing the
(atholies of your locality of availing them-
selves of the precious concessions which
the Manitoba Cabinet has just made, you
will deprive the French-Canadians of the
benefits of a good education and compel them
to pay taxes much too heavy for their re-
gotrces. 1am convinced that if you were
at the head of a family, and if you contribut
ed to public charge: ur attitude would be
different from that you take just now.

By reading the names of the newspapers
to which you address your protestation, 1
find that you are a militant Conservative,
The party of which you are ons of the dis:
ciples could easily disallow the laws adopted
by the Manitoba Legislature in 1800, They
lat this lagislation gointo full force, You
complain of the present (rovernment, which
obtained for our compatriots and co-religion-
ists important guarantees, and I am sure
that you did not say a word of protestation
against the Tory Cabinet which—I repeat it,
and you know it well——could disallow the laws
of 180) and permitted their working,

It is, then, evident that vou play tha part ot
a political partisan. This is perfectly under-
stood by the electorate of Canada. The re-
sult of the Cornwall election should show you
that appeals to passions and prejudices and
unjust denuneiations such as thoss you in
dulge in hava no influence on learned peopla.

The French Canadians wish to advauce in
the way of progress. None knows better
than you that your system of schools prior to
189) was deplorably inefficient. By the
sottlement which has just been effected, the
Catholics will obtain :

1st, Their share of public grants, viz,
$1:30.00 per school.
1d, Religious teaching.
3ed, The teaching of the French language,
even in localities where there will be but ten
children of French origin attending the
school.

You know it well that there are in Mani-
toba, at the present time, over twenty-five
French and Catholic schools which ‘work
under the laws of 180) and of 1304,

We ameliorate these laws, We render
(Ilmm more acceptable, but you do not want
them.

I leave to you, and those who like you,wish
evidently to make an agitation in the inter
ests of the Tory party, the responsibility of
your action,

I repeat it—1 give you parmission 1o pub-
lish my lattars—if yon were at the head of a
family and paying taxes, you would not taks
the line of couduct you follow.

The parish priest of St. Malo an-
swered Mr. Tarte in the following
terms :

Daar Sir,—I recaived, about two weeks ago,
vour latter regarding the protestation of the
Uatholies of St. Malo. A tew days of illness
prevented my answering it sooner, Ido so
to-day.

Your letter is insulting. It would insult
a layman, a mere Catholic like you, if
it were addressed to you; a priori, it fails
completely in the respect which a faithful
Catholic owes to a priest—a mere soldier to
any chief in the army of Jesus Christ, even
if this chiet would not be commanding in the
battallion to which this soldier would belong.
And I will prove what I advance,

First. You do not answer in any way the
affirmations contained in the foresaid protest-
ation. This is alack of politeness or of argu-
ment, And this letter, identically the same,
as to the construction as well as  the
form, was addressed to the president
of the Board of school commissioners, who
was very much astonished to see himself
called the parish priest, and bearing my
name : the same as you, Mr. the Minster,
would have been surprised on such occasion
to hear yourself called *‘the Archbishop of St,
Boniface.” IMurthermore, you have accused
my parishioner, as well as myself of being
the only signer of the protestation: the
three signatures being, say you, *of hs
hand,” or “of mine,”” or ot both together.
1s this inexplicable statement the result of
an error 7 T'hen, 1 say nothing Lrrare
Lumanum est,”  Is it due to economy
in type-writing? This seems to me un-
worthy of a ministerial office. Would it be
for a mockery ? In this case, I return you
entirely this mockery by telling you that
puerility of that kind is unworthy of you.

“1 come to theend, I will follyw you'line by
line in order not to failin politeness—and not
heing short of arguments, Yousay that you
have received what ** I call the protestation
of the Catholics of St, Malo.” And you, how
would you call a document which would be
4 protestation ' coming from the Catholics
of St. Malo? As to the three signatures,
what do you mean by writing that they are
of the same hand, which you suppose to be
mine? Isitamere statement 7 Itis useless.
The original is at the Archbishopric of St.
Boniface, You may ask Iis Grace Arch-
bishop Langevin for it, You have had a true
copy. If, on the contrary, this remark im-
plies a suspicion on my honesty in this
matter, 1 request you to prosecute me as a
forgerer at the next assizes of the county ot

Good education, you know it well, rests en
tirely on the religious teaching which was
left to us by Jasus Christ. You kaow that,
you who are a Catholic by accident, it is
possible—but, after all, this accident, so re-
grettable as it may have appeared to i'ou, at
the Winnipeg banquet, has taken place in

our life. And you have been ob iged to
earn your religion and take cognizance of
its incontestable benefits, You tell me that
I am not at the head of a family. No, nor
the Minister.

duty implies ; and no layman has the right to
mix up in these things, unless the Church iu
vites him. And'yourself, Mr. the Minister, to
te Catholic you must listen to what your par
ish priest preaches to you, and if you do not ad
mit his teachings, authorized and controlle i
by authority, the Church may perbaps count
one member less, but it will go its way without
even looking back.

This1s what I had to say to you. Others
have told it to you already, and I know 1t w ell
that I am not teaching anything new to you

But if you find that I have taken matters
from a pretty high standpoint for a mere par
ishipriest. ['would tell you that I have taken
them at the very puint where Jesus Christ
placed them,

As to the form, I did not take the attitude ot
a citizen writing to the Minister of Public
Works regarding a bridge or a dam, but, as we
are on & purely religions ground — you may
consult the encyclicals of the Pope’s regarding
schools

However, the Chief we are serving, and
whom you serve no doubt, also. although
placed less high than a priest in the Courch,
has told us to do our duty, and then not fear
the ministers of this world, nor jail, nor the
cord.

Among
ns fellow-employes, to whom he was better
tnown, the sterling qualities of his character
bad made a place for him which it will be
difticult to fill. ’

son of James Doyls, of Clandeboye, and
brother of the late John Doyle of St. Thomas.

His remains were sent from El Paso, Texas,
ty his father's home, where they arrived on
New Year's day.
