No. 59. Mr. George Edward Sears, formerly of
New York, but now of Toronto, Ont., is a descendant
of Thatcher Sears, U. E. Loyalist, who removed to St.
John at the close of the American Revolution.
Thatcher Sears in turn was de-
scended from Rev. Peter Thatcher,
of New York. Thatcher Sears is
stated by Sabine to have been the
only Loyalist of the family. Much
real estate is now owned by descend-
ants in the city of St. John.
