FFrom what has transpired up to the
present respecting the conduct of
the German cavalry when opposed to
the French mounted troops, it would
appear that the former are scarcely
living up to the traditions of Mars-la-
Tour. That was the memorabie occa-
sion, it may be recalled, when at the
commencement ‘of the series of Gra-
velotte battles, General von Bredow’s
brigade charged the head of a French
¢olumn of infantry, penetrated right
through a brigade of French cavalry
and by doing so led" to a complete
dislocation of a French movement
which was in progress, and had for its
object the detention of a German
army marching with the Prussian
Kine’s group of army corps. This ex-
ploit is known in military history as
“The Thunder Ride,” and was effect-
ed at-a greater cost than that suffers
ed by the Light Brigade at Balaclava,

Have Learned Lesson

In that same war the superb heavy
cavalry of the French was uselessly
sacrificed at' Reichshofen, and again
on that terrible’ day of. Sedan, the
French cavalry consisting .of a com-
plete division under General Marguer-
its, was hurled on an unbroken ]ing of
German infantry, supported by eight
batteries of field .artillery, with the
result that this.huge force of horse
a fiery wave of Gallic valor—was
practically destroyed. Barely had the
charge been sounded when .thc gen-
eral commanding « the division was
killed and his place was takei by the
faniods ‘weneral, the Marquis ‘de Gal-
liffet. :

It is a comforting feature of the
present situation that our English ca-
valry force is largely in excess of the
standard proportion of the arm that
would form part af the expeditionary
army. Two of the three French
army corps are weak in this arm ow-
ing to certain reasons which I cannot
at present divulge. And I believe the
general officers of these two bodis of
the French extreme left are freely

,borrowing our squadrons.

Germans on Irish Horses

A vast number of Irish mounts
were purchased, irrespective of price,
in the spring, by German agents.
These horses have been reserved for
the cavalry regiments which are at-
tached to the' headquarters staff of
the Kaiser. ' If these horses had been
carrying the dragoons who were rid-
den over a few hours'ago there might
have been a different story to teli.

From what [ hear from French of-
ficers at the front the Gernran horse
flesh of the Liege army of invasion
has been ridden to a standstill. Of
course, there is an extraordinary dif-
ference ‘in  th. conditions under

While events have been moving to
the great battle in Belgium, which
seems to have now begun in earnest,
Austria has been severely mauled by
Servia, so {hat she cannot hope’ to
maintain successful resistance against
her: Slav enemies, and Russia’s occu-
pation of Vienna is only a matter of
a few weeks.  Austria is but acting
down to her military reputation.

Napeleon’s Opinion of Austria

The legend of Austria’;/fortune in
the field is that of disaster following
disaster. Napoleon held the Austrian
army in cositempt, The ‘great cap-
tain said to one of his favorite mar-
shals, Lannes:
expected of these Austrians when
their marshals are selected by reason
of their fathers and mothers. My
marshals I select for their qualities,
as soldiers irrespective of their ori-
gin.”

In this respect it may also be re-
membered that Napoelon selected his
marshals for their long noses. The
climax of ‘stupidity was attained at
Austerlitz “by the Atstrian & oom-
manders when half of the Hapsburg
Emperor’s legions were committed to
that most perilous manoeuvre,” a
flank march at shogt distance across
the enemy’s territory, Directly .the
movement commenced Napoleon took
a-hig pinch of snuff, ‘'made_a mighty
flourish with his handkerchief, and
remarked to. the chief of his personal
staff, “Now 1 have them.”

Record of Ghastly Failure.

In 1859 another Napoleon, the third
of the. dynasty, looked on ‘at Solferiho
and Magenta while his Franco-Irish
Marshal MacMahon and =~ Marshal
Conrobert soundly thrashed the Aus-
trians with, of course, Italian aid. In
1864, in that outrageous Schleswig-
Holstein piece of Prussian brigandage
the Austrian army at the storming of
Deppin was used with criminal in-
compentence by a member of the Im-
perial house of Hapsburg, which was
placed in command.

And two weeks later' in the seven
weeks war the huge Austrian army
was defeated and put to rout—by the
old King William’s Prussians on this
occasion—and it will be remembered
the Austrians had on their side Bavar-
jans, Wurtembergers, Saxons and
Hanovarians.
