New York, July 8,—Harry K. Thaw 
n/erved himself for a long and thor­
ough cross-examination by counsel 
for the state to-day in his sanity trial. 
The state had delayed his ordeal in 
order first to present evidence which 
would enable them to question Thaw 
concerning his entire career. Thaw’s 
direct testimony dealt __ only with 
events since his escape ' from the 
Matteawan asylum.

Counsel for both sides attached 
much importance to Thaw’s testimony 
on cross-examination, realizing that 
his attitude under the volley of ques­
tions from the state attorneys might 
have a strong influence in the render­
ing of the verdict. The questioning of 
Thaw was expected to occupy the en­
tire day. For the first time since the 
hearing opened, the court had order­
ed a night session to-night.

Mrs. Eveiyn Thaw, for whom the 
court had issued a writ of attachment 
may be called to the witness stand 
to-morrow. Process servers sent by 
the court were at Chateaugay Lake 
to-day to serve the writ, and were un­
der instructions to bring her here as 
quickly as possible “to answer for 
misconduct in not obeying a subpoena 
directing her to appear before the 

yesterday.’”
Thaw’s counsel had ended the cross- 

examination of Mrs Susan Merrill, 
Thaw’s former landlady in New York 
when court adjourned yesterday.

THREE BURNS SISTERS.
all ■ Dainty Song Diversion.

New York, July 8—Police authori­

ties continued to-day their investiga­
tions to ascertain whether Frank Holt 
had planted bombs on board any 
steamships now on their way across 
the Atlantic Ocean. As a result ol 
wireless warnings reassuring mess­
ages had been received from the cap­
tains of the Saxonia and Philadelphia 
in mid-Atlantic saying that those 
steamships had been searched tor 
bombs and nothing found. These 
were the two vessels mentioned by 
Holt in his letter to his wife in Dal­
las when he wrote that one of them 
should sink on July 7.

Further inquiry was conducted by 
the police to-day to discover what 
had become of the sixty pounds of 
dynamite missing from Holt’s store 
of explosives hidden here. Although 
it appeared tha£ Holt had bought 40 
per cent, dynamite that found in his 
trunk was the 60 per cent kind. This 
suggested a possibility that all his 
explosives had not been able to di­
cover.

Thus far the police authorities have 
not been able to discover that Holt 
had any accomplices in the making 
or placing of his bombg. Police Com­
missioner Woods said the indications 
were that Holt had worked alone.

Arrangements had been made to 
hold an inquest on Holt’s suicide to­
day. His identification as Erich 
Muenter, as indicted in Cambridge, 
Mass., for the death of his wife, was 
regarded by the authorities as com­
plete.

J. P. Morgan, who was shot by 
Holt, had so far recovered yesterday 
as to be able to walk about his house 
at Glen Cove and his family hoped 
that to-day the financier would be 
ablt to go out of doors for first time 
since he was shot.
