South Dowms, Dorset Horns and Meri-
nos, Hampshires, and Suffolks, you feel
bewildered and appreciate the  diffi-
culty of giving a detailed and critical
description of the various kinds ex-
hibited. Perhaps the average visitor
who is not a specialist in the sheep
line will find the Do s among the
most interesting. They are a horned
variely, and are not to be found as
frequently on the farms of this coun-
try as most#of the other varieties;
lowever, it is said, they are rapidly
becom:ng popular, as they are very
hardy and breed at all seasons of the
year. The large carved horns, on both
male and females, give them a very pe-
culiar appearance, and would doubtless
ba a good protection to them if they
were attacked. A very fine pen of this
variety isbeing exhibited by R. H.
Harding, ol Maple View Farmm, Thorn-
dale. Among the long woolled sheepas
a pen of l.ewcesters belonging to Mr.
John Keily, Shakespeare;one of them
in particular is a magnificent animal,
the finest that the writer has ever
seen.

A pen of South Downs, belonging to
John Jackson & Son, Abingdon, is also
wprthy of special mention. There are
also some extrawery fine sheep of the
Oxford amd lLincoln variety.
