Budget Defeated.

The Vote 264 to 252.-A Wild Scene 
in the Conuhons.

A London despatch of the 8th 
inet. says :—

Mr. Childers moved the second reading 
of the budget, and in hie supporting speech 
explained that of the total increase in 
beer and spirits duties, England pays 
seven-ninths, Scotland one-ninth, and 
Ireland one-nidth.

Sir Charles Dilke supported the budget 
and made a long speech, in which he said 
the government had to choose between 
alcoholic liquors and tea and sugar. They 
would accept the issue ot the vote as one 
of life or death, and did not envy those 
wbo^if they gained a victory, would have 
to bear the consequences.

general good. He is not without 
fear that the stoppage of <the ex­
penditure on the Canadian Pacific 
Hail way may be attended with 
serious consequences. He thinks 
manufacturers nr# working slowly 
into a better shape; that imports, 
especially in dry-goods, will be light ; 
that excessive competition and the 
absence of profit constitute the great 
feature of the^times. The stocks 
held he considers less than at this 
time last year ; that payments, which 
have been poor, show signs of im­
provement ; failures are less frequent 
than a year ago. He thinks the 
country is suffering more or less at 
present from over-railway con­
struction. Ilis advice, given by 
fray of caution, is to “ go slowly.”

Strong whips were 
sent out before the question was sub­
mitted, but their utmost efforts 
failed to bring in a majority for the 
Govenment. The pressure of public 
sentiment has been too strong for 
many of Mr. Gladstone’s former 
supporters, and they evidently de­
termined to absent themselves from 
their place in the Commons and thus 
precipitate a crisis. Mr. Glad­
stone has been in political life 
over fifty years. 1

—Rev. John Forrest, Professor of 
English literature, has been appoint­
ed principal of Dalhousie College, 
vice Dr. Ross recently retired. Dr. 
Ross has occupied a professor’s chair 
in Nova Scotia’s higher educational 
institutions for forty years, and been 
principal uf Dalhousie for a very 
long time. Dr. Ross declined to re­
sign and was therefore retired by 
the Presbyterian Synod, which con­
tributed his salary, and the board of 
Governors upon a superannuation of 
$1,000 a year, although his salary 
was onjy.^4,500. It is understood 
Dr. Ross will appeal against the 
action of the Synod and Governors 
of the college to the General 
Assembly.
