Terrible Tragedy at Caraquet.

On Wednesday Caraquet was the
scene of a terrible murder, when a man
named Philias Lantaigne killed his
brother Gustave with an axe. The fol-
lowing facts were telegraphed to the
Globe from Bathurst:—It appears that
one Gustave Lantaigne had an excution
issued against his cousin, Philias Lan-
taigne, both residents of ‘Caraquet.
Gustave went with the constable who
was to serve the execution and met
Philias at his barn. Just as the latter
was coming out of the woods the coun-
stable informed Philias that he held an
execution agzainst him and was goiug to
seize on whatever hecould find. Philias
said he had nothing, and by threats in-
timidated the constable, who refused to
seize. -Gustave thensaid he would seize
himself, and broke in the barn door
against Philias’s protest. He rolled a
barrel of grain out when he was inter-
rupted by Philias, who had an axe in his
band. Gustavedrew a revolverand fired
at Philias without effect, when Philias,
the next instant, struck Gustave on the
side of the face with the flat
of his axe? felling him to the ground,
and then scruck him on the head with
the back of the axe. Gustave lingered
till Thursday morning when he died.
Philias, who served a term in the peni-
tentiary some years ago for breaking a
constable’s arm, is now under arrest.

We learn by telegraph that an inquest
was held before Coroner Blackhall on
Friday. A post mortem was held by
Dr. Duncan, which showed that the base
of the skull was fractured, and the de-
ceased died from the injury caused in the
brain and membrgnes from effused blood.
The Coroner's jury returned a verdict
that Gustave Lantaigne came to his death
from the blow of an axe in the hands of
Philias Lantaigne.

. Philias has been examined before Jus-
tices R. Young and P. Rive, assisted by
Theop. DesBrisay, Esq., who conducted
the prosecution for the Crown. The
prisoner has been committed to await his
trial at the September Court.

ExpPLANATION.—In case the item in a
recent issue of this-paper relating to the
Caraquet Railway should be misander-
stood, we may say that the point in
Lower:{Caraquet where the locating party
ceased*work this season, is not to be the
termintis. We are glad to know that'the
road is prospected as far as Shippegu.n
harbour, at a point about seven miles be-
low where the locatinu party finished
work a few days ago, being unable then
to proceed further with advantage, on
account of the inclement weather. The
‘remuining distance will be located in the
spring. A preliminary survey has been
made all the way to Point Marcel, Ship-
pegan harbour, and to this harbour, the
finest in New Bruuswick, the line is to
be built, as provided inthe contract made
with the Govt. As Shippegan has already
heen referred to in connection with a
short ocean route from Great Britain,
the prospects are that Shippegan may be
a place of call for ocean steamers, within
4 short time after the completion of the
railway comnection with the Intercolo-
nial. The country generally is in favor
of the road, as it will pass througha fine
extent of territory which is now to a
greal, extent isolated during the winter
season, and cannot but command a large
traffic.
