“Let me now refer to a matter
which concerns not merely the for-
tunes of the Reid-Newfoundland
Company, but of the country where
that Company operates,—a matter
of Confederation of Newfoundland
with Canada.

“You will remember that you
were in possession of my views
concerning the terms on which con-
federation could be arranged be-
tween the two countries, and that
I had requested you to conduct the
negotiations leading up to that con-
summation with the authorities at
Ottawa. - You will not forget that
though theseé negotiations occupied
you for a space of four or five
months, nothing came of them, and
the question seemed as far from
solution as ever., When I heard
that you were leaving Canada for
England I made it my business to
Join yow on the train and to take
up the matter with-you. I suggest-
ed ‘that during your absence I
should myself undertake the nego-
100 H0" e trtied—t intimating  that
I was in a situation to discuss terms
with him, It was not at all neces-
sary for me to have this .lotter, as
my relations with enabled
me to approach him with the cer-
tainty that my views would be re-
ceived with respect and .as a mat-
ter of fact I never delivered your
letter to him, but approached him
at my own instance and net at all
@8 your representative. But I wish-
ed in view of your connection with
the Company, whose fortunes were
80 intimately bound up with this
question of Confederation, to have
the benefit. of your endorsement of
any action Wwhich I might take to
thatiend.; And in addition, I was
willing* that your previous efforts
at terms of union should not be re-
garded as futile, but that you should
have the benefit of the success that
I believed that I was able to achieve.
Perhaps you know the result of my
negotiations. Suffice it to say that
in the course of a month I brought
the matter to an issue which prom-
ises complete success. The terms
approved by -~ were
formulated by me, and by me alone;
and all the modificationg that were
arrived at were made by me, and by
me alone, in the interests of New-
foundland and of our Company.

“I beg to remind you that in or-
der to ensure the success of Con-
federation in Newfoundland, it was
deemed necessary to secure an un-
jon of political parties here, With
a view to effecting such .an union,
Mr. H. D. Reid and Mr, Crawford
had been doing their best to gain
the co-operation of Mr. W. F. Coak-
er, the President of the Fishermen’s
»/nion here, when it was an organ-
ization of great political influence.
These two gentlemen arranged that
Mr. Coaker should take a trip to the
Southern States, and to divert Mr.
Coaker’s journey in the direction of
Ottawa, as they were desirous that
he should be educated in the matter
of Confederation. It thus paved the
way for that community of interest
between the rival political parties
here that has resulted in the amal-
gamation of their forces. I ask you
to believe that all this work was not
unimportant eithér to the interests
of Newfoundland or of the Reid-
Newfoundland Company.

“When ‘I was conducting these ne-
gotiations in respect of Confedera-
tion and union of our local politi-
c& parties, I became aware that
our competitors in handling the
traffic in Newfoundland had raised
their freight rates. The necessity
of our Company also raising their
rates could not have failed to im-
press upon our Directors then in
Newfoundland. The exceptional cir-
cumstances of the times made the
former scale of rates wholly un-
profitable, Nevertheless the< local
Directors could not muster courage
enough to tackle the question which
had of necesgity to be dealt with in
the near future.
