Extent of The Lands

The previous goévernment had set
aside a portion pof the public domain
for the benefit of the schools. That
plan had worked well tp  the -present
and it was the duty of the present and
future governments to. see that these
lands ‘'were wisely administered.

He estimated that there had been 2,-
267,182 acres of school lands in Mani-
toba; 439,888 in ‘Saskatchewan, and §,-
258,679 in Alperta.. The amount.  re-
maining was therefore. large. The
amount sold, 1,169,000 acres for which
there had been.realized $11,955,000, or
an average per acre of*$10.27. Senator
Davis believed the government would
get more revenue at present and for
the future by withdrawing. these lands
from sale, and leasing/them on twenty-
five year leases.

PRICES ARE TOO HIGH
FOR MANUFACTURERS

He Has Some Ideas Also About

. “The - tentative agreement reached
between the city officials and the Cal-
gary Power Co. to furnish power to
the city for $29 per h.p. i§ so unsat-
isfactory that. it will be turned down
by the ratepayers when submigted to
them,” is the opinion of ex-Ald. John
G. Watson. He thinks tHe deal is if
worse shape as. far as the city is con-’
cerned than it .was last fall, and that
the ratepayers should be.given an op-
portunity ‘to. vote on- an: altennative]
proposition to vote. on the franchlse
agreement fofmeriy- proposed.

“The price that ‘has - been  agreed
upon is so high,” said Mr. Watson yes- |
terday afternoon,” “that I den’t. be-
lieve the current can ‘be disposed of in
any large quantity. Manufacturers
won't use it at that price, It will -be
impossible to invite industries here on
the strength of chéap power. . ‘I think
the proposition 'was' in better shape
three .or four meonths ago. As it is
now, the company does not even have
competition.

“Phe. city proposes a la-year con-
fract. For the sake of having a con-
tract of this kind instead of a 15- -year
franchise it is going to pay $5 per h.p.
more for the current. .I cannot sge the
congistency/ of this. -I don’t sée much
difference between such,q long con-
tract and a franchise. In either case
it means that the company will: furnish
all the power, the only difference.be-
ing that in one case the city will dis-
tribute it and in the other that the
company will do so.

“T do not agree with the pla” to
erect aw auxiliary power plant in the
city, either., If ‘it is built at all it
should be built out at a coal mine to
save exnense in handlinz the required
fuel.. There are” deposits of coal in
plenty, available for purchase within
50- miles of the city. The city could
erect its plant at such a place and
manufacture coke, also. It could also
use the mine' for
the people of the city.

The New Buildings to be Used
for Offices and
Stores,

Plans for buildings, which will ag-
gregate in cost approximately $235,000,
are being drawn by Hodgson and Bates,
architects, for Sir John Langham, the
wealthy Englishman, who ‘has been in-
vesting [so heavily in Calgary property.
One of the buildings will have the
whole frontage on Eighth avenue on
the north side between Third mnd
Fourth streets west,~and the foundation
will be heavy enough for six stories.

At first, however, it will be either
two or three stories high. The groung
floor wi'l be devoted to stores equip-
ped in the most up-tordate mannef
possible, ‘The fronts, instead of being
