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HOW TO SEVER PASTORAL TIES.
The Windsor Record says Baptist con­

gregations solve the problem, “How to 
Sever Pastoral Ties," by a specific engage­
ment from year to year. We wore aware 
that such a method prevailed in individual 
Baptist churches, and would be glad to 
know from some authoritative source, as a 
matter of information, how general the 
custom is. There is no trouble in severing 
the pastoral tie by hook or crook, and the 
Record misses our point. A strong-minded 
congregation might pick up its pastor 
bodily and deport him into another county, 
or it might fire him upwards in a chariot 
of dynamise. But our problem was this: 
How to sever pastoral ties with the least 
friction, and with a minimum of humili- 
tation and a maximum of dignity all around. 
In the case of those denominations whose 
usage has been a pastorate of indefinite 
length, we suggested a five years term (to 
be terminated earlier by mutual consent) — 
this term of five years to be renewable, if 
both parties so desire. In our opinion 
such a course would shorten no desirable 
pastorate, while it would afford a conven­
ient and dignified method of severing tho 
pastoral relation.

ing a fruit farm at Guisachan, Brit­
ish Columbia, and one of tho most interest­
ing sketches in his good wife’s book 
is un account of a visit which she paid to 
the farm last year in conjunction with her 
husband.

"Our neighbors were good enough to 
gather in our house twice during our stay, 
and thus welcomed the new comers and 
made us feel real Okanagauers. One of 
these gatherings was in the evening, and 
was just an old-fashioned Scotch "Social," 
with tea and "bags" of eatables handed 
round, or rather, to be strictly accurate, 
we had the eatables without the bags. And 
a very pleasant evening we had, with songs 
and music and recitations, some in 
English and some in French, for the 
benefit of our French Roman Catholic 
neighbors, who represent the early settlers 
all round what is called the ‘Okanagau 
mission.” The mission was founded some 
32 years ago for the Indians by a devoted 
priest. Father Pendozy, of whose fame we 
heard much, and who only died a few 
months before our arrival. The Indians 
have mostly moved away to the reserve at 
the foot of the lake, but ‘the mission’ is 
now the headquarters of a large district, 
and it is also the residence of a lay brother- 
hood, who cultivate a farm and orchard. 
The two priests in residence. Father Mar- 
zial and Father de Vrieudt, were among our 
guests at our ‘social,’ and the latter gave us 
two songs, while the Presbyterian minister, 
Mr. Langell gave us a recitation. It was 
the first time that such a gathering had 
been held in the district, but from the 
success which attended it, wo hope it will 
not be the last. . ..

‘The other gathering of which I spoke 
was a little Sunday afternoon service con­
ducted by Lord A. That really cume first, on 
our first Sunday, and was intended as a sort 
offormal taking possessionand dedication of 
the house, and it was delightful to find all 
our neighbors, both Protestant and Roman 
Catholic, gathering together for the 
occasion. Some sort of gathering, such as 
this, on the Sunday afternoon or evening, 
has also become another institution at 
Guisachan.”

recollections of delightful holiday trips 
made charming not only by the beauties of 
nature, but by the extraordinary kindness 
and hospitality of people of all classes in 
Canada.”
