A Record Parade.

Yesterday’s grand parade set up a
new record for such events in London.

It was the biggest, brightest and best
ever. it was the culmination of two
years’ thought and fully a year's ef-
fort.

It took the parade somewhat over an
hour to pass a given point, and from
all standpoints it was brilliant and
pleasing,

For several hours fully 25,000 people
lined the route of march waiting for
the procession to appear. It was
kriown that the crowds would be tre-
i mendous and in order to secure a view
the crowds decided to come early.
These erowds stretched from the cor-
ner of Dundas and Talbot streets  to
Richmond, along Richmond to Queen’s
avenue, out Queen’s avenue without a.
break to Adelaide street, then to Dun-
das and right along to the Fair
grounds. It was indeed a sea of people
that lined the streets on both sides.
Down town crowds filled other thor-
oughfares, they apparently not being
acquainted with the exact line of
march, while at the Fair grounds
thousands of people who had taken
time by the forelock, were already con-
gregated in the grandstands.

As the parade advanced along the
line, the different turnouts of men and
vehicles were cheered as they took the
fancy of the onlookers, and greetings
from friend to friend were shouted al-
most without interruption.

“Barney” Praised.

Praise was showered on Secretary
McCann, on the officers of the Old
Boys and on the visitors, and it was
arparent that the people of London
were proud of the turnout, It was in-
deed a conspicuous triumph, and well
migtht “Barney” MeCann swell his

| director of the experimental farms, is
new on his annual tour, inspecting the
c¢rops of Manitoba. and the Northwest.
Dr. Saunders sends his first telegram
from Brandon te the department, It
Ssays: “Brandon, Aug. 7. — Have seen
today crops from VVinnipeg to Bran-
don. Wheat compared with last year is
ccnsiderably heavier and standing well,
Many fields beginning to. turn yellow.
Fine warm ripening weather. If con-
ditions continue, favorable crops will
be large, and harvest begin about aver-
age date, Red rust noticed in some
instances on leaves, but in no ease se-
vere. Crops on the experimental farms
at Brandon are very heavy and prom-
ising, but more or less lodged.”

ALBANY FACTORY COLLAPSES;
HUNDREDS GO DOWN IN WRECK

-Fifty

Scores of Dead and Dying Dug Out of the Ruins
Girls Still Buried Beneath the Debris.

Albany, N. Y., Aug. 8. — Three hun-
dred persons employed in the large de-
prartment store of the John G. Myers’
estate, at Nos, 39-41 North Pearl street,

had just gone to work this morning,
when the whole center of the building
ccllapsed from roof to cellar. Nearly a
hundred men, girls and children were
carried down in the wreck. The first
estimate placed the number of Kkilled
and injured at 40.

Thus far all those taken out of the
ruins have been alive, There is no
doubt, however, that when the rescuers
reach the bottom of the heap of debris
they will find a number of dead.

The catastrophe, which is the worst
of its kind in the city’s history, occur-
red about 9 o’clock.
