Berlin, July 23.—Few moments in 
modern international politics were 
ever fraught with deeper conse- 
quences for the peace of Europe 
than that which tonight ushers in 
the third week of the Franco-German 
regotiations over the Morocco altua- 
tion. It is unmistakably more strain- 
ed than either of tie high contract­
ed parties are willing to admit. It 
is, in fast, charged with dynanéte to 
a degree that calls for the astutest 
and most altruistic diplomacy on both 
sides if it is not to end in an explos­
ion. The atmosphere contains a 
grim suggestion of gunpowder, be­
cause the negotiations have reached 
a point where somebody must give 
way, unless perilous questions of 
“national honor" and dignity are not 
to take the place of the tangible is-

New York, July 24.—A young man, 
possibly 23 years old or less, walk­
ed into a newspaper office and asked 
the paper to assist him in determin­
ing whether or not his father could 
be Nathaniel C. Goodwin, the actor.

"My name is John E. Goodwin, he 
said, "and I have not seen my father 
nor heard of him since I was a child 
about 8 or 9 years old. It has always 
been my Impression that his name was 
Nathaniel C. Goodwin, and it is only 
recently that I have learned that this 
is the name of a well-known actor. I 
know nothing of Mr. Goodwin, the 
actor, except what I have read in 
the newspapers recently, but owing 
to the similarity of names I have 
thought that I ought to make in­
quiries.

My mother I do not recall, as 
she died when I was just a baby, 
but it is my impression that her 
maiden name was Miss Willoughby 
or Weatherby, or something like 
that.

Berlin, July 24. — The decision of 
the Russian Government to organize 
trops of boy soldiers in connection 
with elementary slate schools through­
out the country has excited unusual 
interest among German military men 
and the new scheme will be watched 
very closely with a view to ascertain 
ing its value as a means of increasing 
the fighting etticlency of a great 
power. If the results achieved in Rus­
sia prove successful, it is certain that 
a demand will be made for a similar 
army of boys in Germany.

According to official reports sent to 
Berlin, the Russian cabinet resolved 
last week to introduce military train­
ing for boys between the ages of 12 
and 15 who are attending state schools 
in European Russia. During the last 
few weeks boy soldier corps have been 
founded by private efforts în many 
Russian towns, and it is now Intended 
that those already existing shall re­
ceive official recognition, and new ju­
venile regiments to be organized 
under governmental control.

Many Advantages.
The military training of Russia’s fu­

ture citizens is to be intrusted to 
non-commissioned officers, acting un­
der the supervision of officers spe­
cifically told off to undertake this 
duty. In future Russian boys will 
not only receive physical training, but 
will learn while still at school the 
rudiments of warfare as practiced in 
the twentieth century.
