tation and dels

duly execated. This 'contraet "enabled  Mr
DeCosmos to get six hundred words, or theres
abouts, a day, six days in the week, 'for one
hundred dollars & wmonth, being forty.

been previousiy-psying.

Since thpt contract was signed Mr DeCOos-
mos has declined to take more than the six
hundred words, per dism, although I have
continuned ' to " supply thke " publie with ‘two
thousand words, or thereabout, per day ; ner
have I eomplained becanse Mr DeCosmos has
since appropriated telegrams from the CeLo-
NIST. without giving due credit.
