A Committee Will Co-operate With the
Qity Council in Arrangements.

At the invitation of His Worship the
Mayor absut twenty gentlemen met in
the city eceuncil room yesterday afternoon
to consider the proposition made by Mr.
I". Vietor Austin to give the oratorio,
* The Messiah,” in aid of the Mansion
House Seuth African fund. The Mayor
presided and Mr. Harris was appointed

secretary. The Mayor stated that the
object of the meeting was to appoint a
ccmmitliee to co-operate with the city
council in arranging for the presentation
of the eratorio, and generally to raise
‘unds for the purpose referred to. The
conclusion reached was that those pres-
=nt should associate themselves with the
ity couneil, but for the purposes of the
sratorio alone. Some difference of
pinior was expressed as to the feasibil-
ity of the proposal from a finaneial point
of view. Mr. T. R. Smith and Mr. Aus-
tin expressed the opinion that the cost of
producing the oratorio would not exceed
$500, and that there might be $3,000
wtted from admissions. Lieut.-Col.
Gregory was of the opinion that the
hrst step to be taken ought to be to
~cure the co-operation of the musical
people.” He also strongly objeeted to the
committee to be appointed dealing with
anything besides the oratorio. Mr. C.
1. Lugrin thought the estimate of cost
too low, and that of the receipts too high.
i{c nlso thought that the first thing to
be done was to see if the musical people
wonld take the matter up, for if they did
thera was little else to be done. Mr.
Phillipps-Wolley thought the on'y result
of the putting on of ‘The Messiah”
would be to divert funds otherwise avail-
able fer transmission to London, to the
payment of expenses. He favored
cheap, popular entertainments. Mr, Me-
Phillipa strongly favored the idea of
puiting en the oratorio and believed it
would be a guccess. There was consid-
erable discussion on some other points,
but fw the end a conclusion was reached
as above, and it was also decided that
the secretary should communicate with

UOLORADO'S BURNING MOUNT.

A (Hew of Coal and Gas That Has Not
@eased During a Century.

A meuntain, which has been on fire for
more than one hundred years, is situatea
just west of Newcastle, Col. So close
s it that its shadow envelops the town
at 5 p.m. at this time of the year, and yet
‘he people thereabouts think no more of
t than of the beautiful Grand river
which washes the feet of the huge pile
where the fire has burned so long. To
the temderfoot, however, the glittering
patches of deep red fire, where it breaks
out on the side of the mountain and is
°xposed te view. there is nothing in all
'he state quite its equal.

The fire is fed by a big vein of coal
f\"hwh the mountain contains. - Just how
1e coal became ignited is mot known.
'he oldest resident says it was on fire
¥hen he came and the Ute Indians, who
nee lived there, say it was burning many
"t\nrs before the firstswhite man crossed
the continental divide. The SUpposILIOD
s that the coal was ignited by a forest
re at an early date in the present cen-
;m‘.v. It has smouldered and steadily
‘irned wntil this day. At night when
the moon is dark is the best time to see
the fire, Then it is that it resembles the
°gious of inferno as given us in the

Previously a shaft had been sunk in
the mountain and into this shaft the
water was permitted to flow. The shaft
was soon filled, but the fire was above
the level of the water, und the effort
was a failure.—Kansas City World.

On Tuesday last German Johnnie, an
Indian, was sentenced by G. T. Tunstall,
S.M., to two months’ hard labor for being |
drunk and disorderly on the reserve. |
Pierre Ifarry, another Indian, was|
charged with procuring whiskey for Ger-
man Johnnie, and was sentenced to four
months’ hard labor or 850 and costs.
Picrre confessed that Ah Sing supplied
him with the liquor, and on making en-
quiries the police proved the case te the
judge’s satisfaction, and Ah Sing will
spend the next five months in the chain
gang. i

An enterprising burglar gained access
to the Hudson’s Bay Co.’s store on Wed-
nesday night, by way of the window on
the east side, and helped himself 1o sev-
eral bottles of brandy and the best !
Scotch whiskey. He also pocketed a few |
cigars, and small change to the value of |
about $5. Cecnsidering it was a bright,
moonlight mnight, and the entrance was
made at the most exposed part of the
building, the burglar certainly did not
lack nerve. The police think a drunken
Indian did the trick. So far no trace
has been obtained of the midnight mar-
auder.

Early Wednesday afternoon word was
brought into town from Mellors’ ranch
that Eddie “Vic” had attempted suicide
by cutting his throat. At that time he
was not dead, and Dr. Lambert immedi-
ately hurried out to the ranch to render
any medical aid possible. Upon arrival
the Doctor found that there was practic-
ally no hope of saving the poor fellow’s
life, as the wound inflicted was of a very
serious mature and there had been a
great loss of blood. He decided, how-
ever, to have him taken into the hospital.
Eddie was then conscious and asked for
a drink of water, but he expired on the
way into town. The deceased was quite
a young man, being but 24 years and ©¢
months old. He was a son of the late
Victor Guillaume. Coroner Wade held
an inquest. The witnesses called were
J. A. Lavery, the Chinese cook on the
ranch, and J. T. Noble. Upon the evi-
dence edduced the jury returned the fol-
lowing verdict: “That the deceased Ed-
ward Victor Guillaume came to his death
from the effects of a wound in the throat,
the said wound having been inflicted by
a knife in the deceased own hand; that
we believe the deceased was at the time
temporarily insane from the effects of
alcoholic liquors. We would also call
the attention of the authorities to the
fact that deceased was supplied with
liquor whilst he was under the ban of
the ‘Siwash Aect.””

VERNON.

A terrible shooting accident is reported
by which Herbert McClusky, a young
man of about 18 years, lost his life. The
details of the sad affair are given by the
News thus:

Leaving the ranch of Mr. Furniss, near
Okanagan Mission road, young McClusky
and two companions—one of whom was
a boy named Albert Carev—started on a
deer hunt last Saturday night. They
camped that night in a shack some six
miles away, and early next morning
started out on the hills. McClusky ana
Carey had each a shotgun and rifle, and
findg no trace of deer they used the
former in killing some grouse. Abont
10 o'clock in the morning they came to
a steep declivity of loose roek, and be-
fore starting to descend it, some of the
party suggested that they, for safety’s
sake should remove the cartridges from
their guns. This was done by both Me-
Clusky and Carey as far as the rifles
were concerned, Carey also taking the
shelle from his shotgun. After removing
the rifle cartridges, poor “Herb” asked
him if he did not intend to empty his
shotgun as well. Hardly had these
words heen spoken when MecClusky
stumbled, and his shotgun went off, send-
ing the charge of the shot into his arm,
and practically tearing away the entire
muscular section hetween the elbow and
shoulder. The lad was brought to the
city hospital here, but his life could not
be saved. He died on Tnegday. '

The deceased was a son of the late W.
McClusky, for some years manager of
the B.X. ranch. He leaves a mother,
Mrs. Furniss, and severa! brothers and
sisters to mourn his sndden end.

GREENWOOD.

The Yale & Columbia Lumber Co.,
Ltd., which is the partial consummation
of the effort to consolidate all the lumber
miils of Yale and Kootenay. has been
organized and includes the Genelle and
Poupore mills, Nakusp, Robson and the
Arrow Lakes; also the Blue mills of
Rossland and Ymir, and Fisher’s mills
at Eholt, Phoenix and Rock Creek. The
company is to be incorporated for half a
million. P. Genelle, Rossland, is to be
manuafacturing manager, Mr. Poupore
general financial manager, and A. Fisher
local manager at Greenwood. The
company has leased a piece of land near
the depot here as a lumber yard, upon
which a planing mill and sash and door

an offer for the ligh
reduced basis, with the result that the
Mackintosh, syndicate met: the cut, and
at the time of writing at least has the
prospects of carrying out the combined
undertakings of lighting the city and
building a ‘tramway to Phoenix.© No
time will, or should, be lost with respect
to either. The town is suffering from
the want of electric light, which, not-
withstanding its enterprise and energy
otherwise, it has been very slow in ob-
taining. Greenwood should have been
lighted long ago, and moreover, the city
should have owned its own system. As
it is now, there is neither time mor
money to undertake the work munici-
pally; and under the schedule of prices
agreed mpon Monday night Greenwood
will have cheap lighting, while with the
men there are at the head of it, no time
will be lost. 'We are reasonably sure of
getting the light early in the coming
year. 'What the prospects are for ob-
taining a franchise for a tramway it is"
hard to say; but for a passenger and
light freight tramway there ought to be
no opposition. Naturally the C. P. R.,
after building its extensive system of
spurs into the various min‘ng  camps,
Would object to opposition from the city
in hauling ores. As a matter of faety
however, a tramway could, not carry ore
in competition w'th the railway com-
pany, whose facilities are very much
better. Of course, in the case of ores
on the line this side of Phoenix, it should
be able to handle them without trouble,
and without really coming into competi-
tion with the railway, until at all events
the latter had built its spurs to the
mines,—Miner.

Dr. Schon, the city health officer, has

‘written to the council in reference to

the disposal of refuse and also to.an
economical method of securing electric
light. Dr. Schon suggested that a come
mittee be formed to enquire into the
practicability of burning the solid sew-
age and refuse in one of the blast fur
naces attached to the smelter which is
about to be erected. Dr. Schon had a
conversation with Mr. Paul Johnson on
the subject and he saw no difficulty in
being able to burn it. His objeet in
bringing the subject before the council
at so early a date was that arrangements
might be made with the smelter com-

pany so that any modification of con-

struction of furnace to meet require-
ments might be effected from commence-
ment. ‘There can be no question as to
the efficiency of this process of disposing
of this solid refuse; the nmext question
to be considered will be the disposal of
the liquid part. This can only be carried
out by a system of drainige throughout
the city, the house slops, ete., being
drained into a series of tanks; these be-
ing subject to a chemical process, after
which the principal efluent might be al-
lowed to find its way ultimately into
the water course. “Some very expensive
plan of drainage for this rapidly in-
creasing town may become necessary in
the future, but I think the adoption, such
as I am suggesting, would not cost a very
great deal and would answer. the pur-
pose for some time to come.”

Dr. Schon suggested another idea to
the effect that the city burn all its re-
fuse and thus be able to generate elec-
tricity to light the town. This has been
successfully dore in England, notably
in the parish of Shoreditch, in east end
of London, and has proved not.only an
excellent means of disposing of refuse,
but also a source of profit to the process.

The British Columbia Copper Com-
pany, Limited, ask the city to purchase
for the smelfer site 36 acres of land.
The application was made through
their solicitors, Hallett & Shaw, at Mon-!
day night’s meeting of the council, but
owing to the consideration of the electric
light franchise, was not taken up. The
letter follows:

The British Columbia Copper Com-
pany, Limited, now arranging to erect
a smelter at Greenwood, has secured an
option on 36 acres of land adjoining the
proposed smelter site, which land is very
necessary to the company for the pur-
poses. of their smelter. © The price is
$3,600. Hitherto the company has asked
nothing of the city. Believing that the
plty appreciates the value of such an
industry as the smelter will be willing
to partly compensate the company for
the bonus lost by their locating in Green-
wood, the company with full confidence
in the justice of the city has requested
us to ask your honorable body, by way of
small bonus to the company, to take up
said option.—Times. ;

law authorizing the corporation of the city
of Victoria to subscribe for capital stock
to the par value of not exceeding $500,000,
in any company incorporated for the pur-
pose of acquiring and operating the Victoria
and Sidney railway, and of extending the
same ‘into the business part of the city,
and also to some convenient harbor north
of Sidney; and for the purpose of establish-
ing and operating a ferry system between
such extension on the Saanich peninsula
and some convenient point on the Main-
land of British Columbia south of the
Frzser river and north of the international
boundary; and also for the purpose  of
building, equipping, owning and operating
a line of railway from such point as afore-
said on the Mainland-through the muni-
cipalities and districts of Delta, Surrey,
Langley, Matsqui, Sumas and Chilliwack,
or such portion or portions of the proposed
undertaking or any alermative as may be
deemed most in the public interest.

To His Worship the Mayor and Board of
Aldermen:

Gentlemen: I have the honor to submit
the foll‘owing report for your consideration:

Dr. Frank Hall and others re improve-
ment on David street. Upon examination
of the place in question I find that in or-
der to put the whole street in good condi-
tion it would entail considerable grading,
c¢tc., but in my opinion about $100 could
be spent to advantage on the easterly: por-
tion, and would therefore respectfully re-
ccmmend this be done.

Communication from Hon. J. S. Helmcken
re drainage of the park. I have made an
examination of the section in question dur-
ing the heavy rains of Saturday last, and
can see no reason why connection ecannot
be made with the sewer. I would vhare-
fore respectfully recommend the construc-
tion of three catch basins and pipe con-
ncetlons in two places, thereby abating the
trouble at a very reduced outlay to the
proposal of 1898, Total estimated cost $180.

E. W. Wktittington and brothers re road
ané drain on Pandora avenue. I have this
morning examined this locality and find
it will be necessary to construct a surface
pipe drain for at least two blocks on Pan-
dora aveuue, before stone should be placed
oa said street. I would therefore recom-
mend no action in the matter of road im-
prcvement until funds are available to con-
struct the drain in question, which will
be a somewhat expensive undertaking.

Communication from A. W. Jones re
Fernwood Road drain. I may say I have al-
ready reporta] on this matter on August
21, 1899, with the exception of the outlet,
which can be extended in a similar man-
ner to that at Michigan street, in the
spring, when low tides can be ‘taken ad-
vantage of.

The city carpenter reports and recom-
mends the construction of the following
sidewalks: Cadboro Bay Road, south side,
between Pemberton Road and St. Charles
street, 6 feet wide. Fstimated cost $160.

Estimated cost $112, Dunedin
street, north side, easterly from Sumas
street. a distance of 370 feet. Estimated
ccst. including grading, $55.

Her Majesty Shows No Signs
of Fatigue After a Trying
Ordeal.

London, Nov. 18—Home affairs are
chiefly notable for the speeches of party
leaders, the activity of the Queem and
the anticipation of Emperor William's
visit. Sir Henry Campbell Bannerman’s
Manchester effort was by far the most
important Liberal utterance in or out of
pz'lrliament‘since the Transvaal crisis.
He clearly laid down the lines of party
policy which briefly summarized, are en-
thusiastic support of the campaigan and
bitter opposition to the tactics which
made it necessary. This apparently has
effected the cohesion of various elements

in the Liberal ranks and is deserving the '

highest praise from organs hitherto tak-
ing divers views.

The reincarnation of Lord Rosebery
is another notable feature. Never at
any stage of his career has he been more
active in speaking one day on the Trans-
vaal and the next on housing London’s
poor agd the next delivering with equal
brilliance a panegyric of Cromwell.
Never has the nation seen a better ex-
position of the versatility of its ex-prem-
ier. How Lord Rosebery intends to
shape his future course is es much a
mystery as the man. though he is at
variance with the present views of the
majority of the Liberals his stand gives
rise to the report that he will form his
ewn party.

The war seems to have given Queen
Victoria a new lease of life. The trying
ceremonies at Bristol were preceded .by
a long journey from Scotland, yet the
Queen showed no signs of fatigue after
undertaking what would have tired
women half her age. Her speeches,
many of them impromptu, were never
more pointed, and they have apparently
deeply touched the heart of the nation.
After such an exhibition of vigor the
talk of retirement in favor of the Prince
of Wales naturally has no part in the
gossip of the day.

Another witnegs deelares that
the body of Miss Annie Simmerman of
Molineills was thrown into thé Merri-
mac river. The story related by nurses
are almost incredible. The tales deal
with the disposition of babies in a revolt-
ing manner. Five indictments were
found against Mrs. Bamberger. This
will probably go to the grand jury. One
charge is murder in the first degree,
three charges manslaughter in the first
degree, and one in the second degree.
