@00 shots & minute ! There is no crank to
turn; there is no labor of feeding. One
man simply sets the frightful etream of
bullets going, and then directs it at will,
roking a whole regiment front if he likes
or keeping the fire within a range of five
feet or five inches, Thisis a gun, toos
which cannot jam, which cannot get over-
héated, and which would go on firing just
the same if its operator was shot down ag
the start,

The basis of it all is the utilization of
the recoil fofce to fire the next sku, Each
time the recoil energy, instead of being
wasted in kicking the gun over, is'used $o
eject the empty cartridge, cock the gus,
place the next cartridge, and fire it, The
idea is as simple as the result is wonderful,
The cartridges are taken in from the bot-
tom in a chain, just as the perfecting press
takes paper from the roll, Each of these
chaing has 338 cartridges packed in a box
which fs set in a groove under the gum,
The operator has simply to start the gun—
a matter of seven turas of the hammier
crank—and then, when the chains of cart~
ridges is mearly exhausted, fastén a mew
chain to the hook at the end and push ont

rest he can devote his attefition solely to
training the weapon.

Mr, Goldwin Smith on British Rule in
India.
To the Editor of the Week:

Sir: Itis easy for an expert in shor$-
hard writing to report correctly verbatim;
but it i not easy for anyone'to summarize,
and the results of the attempt are often far
from gratitying to the speaker. I deliv*
ered the other day at Cornell an address
on "?riﬁlh Rale in India,” the concluding
passage of which was thus summarized in
a report reproduced in Cavadian journals:
“How long England will last no one
knows, Her ‘drum-béats ocircling the
world’ is & hoax, She has less than half
the soldiers of Russia, and it may be pos”

sible thas she cannot hold her 250,000
subjects on the other side of the globe
undér her hands for a great while. What—
ever may happen to England, she has had
her history. If fight we muss, let the old
ship be cleared for sction.” Readers of
this naturally inferred that I had spoken
of the prospects of my country before an
American audience not only in a despond-
ent but in & somewhat unfeeling strain.
They may siso well have thought that my
phraseology was not very sunitable to an
soademical address, I usumally lecture not
from notes bus from mere headings ; I did
80 on this oocasion, except with regard to
tiwe closing passage ; but this I delivered
from a written note, 8o shat I can give my
real words. Théy were these :

“Youn will now be able to understand
two thoughts which arise in the mind of an
Englishman when - perils gather round
England ds they gathered the other day.
We have always a feeling that whatever
our apparent weskness may be at the
moment, even though it may be such as
that which is now caused by the selfish
strife of factions at Westminster, we have
a reserve of force ; that strong men with
daring epirit will be raised up to us in
our extremity, that Cromwell will come
again from his farm, or Clive from his
desk in the counting-house. And again
we feel that happen what may, we have &
history bebind us. Thrice—in the time of
Philip IL, in that of Louis XIV,, in that
of Napoleon—has England stood in arms
againet overwhelming power for the liber-
ties of the werld,, and thrice she ‘has
conguered, . She has woen in India an
empire more than twice as populous as
that of Roms, and ié uding it, as I have
endeavored to show you, for nobler ends,
She has founded ocolonies which have
overspread thiscontinent of North America,
