Tt
was strongly opposed by Rev. James Allen,
who gave a lot of information he had obtained
from presideats of colleges in the United
States, Rev. Dr. Déwars. as. strongly sup-
ported - the motion, and 3aid that the whole
ground had been gone over before, which was
perfectly true.

Up to this time all had gone in favor of fede-
ration! Rev. Dr. Burns, J. J. MacLaren, H. A.
Massey and others who bad .opposed iz were
beginning to-Jook very glum. Chancellor
Burwash looked. the same as usual, that is,
tranquil and confident, agif he knew the scheme
whieh he so ‘enthusiadsically advocated would
be earried througli to & sticcessful issue, while
Rev. Dr. Potts, the' successful financier
of the scheme, looked the same. But a big
surprise awaited all these gentlemen, . to the
majority a sufficiently unpleasant surprise, to
the unlucky thirteen who had on every pos-
sible occasion recorded théir votes against any
motion whichmight farther federation, perhaps
not so unpleasant.

The mob, which by this time was utterly
unmanageable, either by the Government or
the priests who had incited it, now set fire to
the jail doors, but just as the inmates were
about to surrender 200 regular soldiers arrived
on a double quick and foriwed aeross the
strest. The mob auswered the order to dis-

When a sale of property takes place the lawyer
makes a reguisition on you ‘o prove all sorts of
things—that the wife of the former owner had
died or that a still more remote owner was uu-
married.

Thedifficulty it givesin tracing
titles is the worst feature of 1t. Tt is often
