Bradstreet’s Report.

NEw YORK, Sept. 29.—Bradstreet’s to-
morrow will say: In Nova Seotia the wea-
ther continues favorable to agricultural
interests, and indications are that the fall
catch ot fish will be a fair one.
| General trade is of only moderate propor-
tions at Toronto, although grain is begin-
/ning to move more freely.

Montreal regorts a geueral inquiry from
the Maritime Provinces for staple provisions,
which tends to steaay prices. General trade
for September throughout the Province of
Quebec is said not to have equalled expecta-
tions.

Thé decrease in bank clearings at Toronto,
Hamilton, Montreal and Halifax this week
is $17,779,000, nearly 2 per cent., while as
compared witn the like week last year the
decrease is about 4 per cent.

For nine months this year there are report-
ed to Bradstreet’s 1323 business failures in
Canada and Newfoundland, only 36 more
than in nine months of last year. The total
liabilities, however, are $13,162,000, an in-
crease of about 41 per cent. and tne assets
$7,552,000, a gain of 88 per cent. There bas
been a_marked falling off in aggregate
liabilities in the Province of Quebec during
nine months of this year, wnile quite the
reverse is true as to the Province of Ontario.

Settled By Arbitration.

A settlement has been arrived at by the
arbitrators in the difficulty between the
city, the McMurray and Fuller estates,
over the property in Front-street which
the city sold the Grand Trunk for a Union
Station site. This property belonged to
the city, but was leased to the Fullers, Mr.
McMurray and Mr. Petrie. Their leases
expired in 1896, but they had the privilege
of renewing for 21 years. Mr. Petrie has
already received $2200, and the arbitrators
agreed upon $8125 more to be divided be-
tween the other two. The city sold the
property to the railroad company for
$37,000.
