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came to be put together, it was found that
5000 were duplicates, so that at the very
most the consolidated clrculation did not
exceed 20,000, What*has become of the
circulation? The World’s circulation sheets,
which are open for the Inspection of The
Mail, show an increase of almost 7000 since
the suspension of The Kmpire, between
three and four thousand of which were
picked up immediately after that event.
The Globe had an increase of at least 3000
soon after, so that no more than wo or
three thousand at the very most of The
Empire’'s circulation remained with The
Mail, and we believe that to-day it has 80
lost caste that its circulation Is less than
when it consolidated with The Empire and|
took over its name. Tihat is all it got.!
Anyone who wishes particulars of this
transaction are referred to Mr. Creighton,
now in Toronto-street. The Malil has never
seen fit to make a single statement of ecir-
culation since the consolidation ‘took place.
It has, however, seen The ‘World, from a
four-page paper, become a regular six-page;
paper, and it has seen The World lead it,|
and all the other papers, for that matter.é
In the way of advance In circulation, ;d-j
vance In advertising business, and, most of|
all, of advance in influence in the country. !
Althougth The World says It itself, the
progress,of this paper within the past year
has been phenomenal in Canadian journal-
Ism. We are willing to be told of another
paper that has made the reputation that
The World has made of being first in pub-
lishing important intelligence. We have
not seen fit to make any public statement|
of it, or to indulge in any boasting, but|
the facts can be seen at The World office|
if anyone wisthes to ask for them. We
have a printed statement of our circulation
-at the command of, the public. Further-
more, within the past six months The
World has secured one of the most valuable
freehold lots on Yonge-street, has put up a
most convenient five-floored building for|
the special purposes of newspaper work.
We have changed our entire mechanical |
outfit, and have now, wihen building, posi-|
tion and appliances are considered, one of|
the best outfits in the country. But, be-
sides this, The World has what The Mail
never did have, newspaper brains and a
thorough knowledge of newspaper business.
All this time The Mail has been run by a
family, tihe incapables of which were put
in charge of important departments, and
with the result that has now been reached.

The other day The World happened to,
contain a paragraph in reference to the
serious illness of Mr. Bunting of The Mail.
The latter paper saw fit to insert a para-
graph denying the same, saying that it was
publisthed in ‘““a minor local paper.” By
this The Mail no doubt meant that The
Werld was “local ” in the sense that any
morning a passenger by any of the down-
town car could count fifteen to twenty peo~
ple reading Thé World, and often not one
reading The Mall. |
In other words, The Mail has lost circula-
tion, has lost business and has lost
prestige, while The World has gained
circulation, has gained business and
shas greatly increased its prestige. Of this
the public are the best judges.

But this is only a part of the history. The
Mail people were not content with gefting
one néwspaper in Toronto, but they thought
they would like to have more work for
their paper mill, and, most of all, they
thought that if they could not get enough
money for advertising out of the public
with one paper, they would start a second
one, and in that way have two ‘“whacks”
out_of any advertising that was going. So
they started The Evenlag News, which was
first Jlocated in The Mail building, then

#=moved out of The Mail building to Yonge-

', Street, and not long ago it was proposed
to bring it back to The Mail building. But,
not ev satisfied with their big morning
paper and their little evening paper; they|
were fealous of The World. and some
years ago they thought they would kill it
by starting a morning edition of The News
at two cents. This failed ; then they tried|
a one-cent morning edition of The News,
and this also failed. And, more than dis-
gusted with tihe treatment accorded to,
him by the Riordans, Mr. E. E. Sheppard |
' withdrew his ‘connection with The News.

The News has carried on any number of
fakes in order to try and get a standing for
itself. It went into the silver-plated but-
ter-cooler business and all sorts of other
schemes to try and get circulation. It has
taken up every dodge known to the news-
paper world in order to try and make a
position for itself, and has, as was to be
predicted,” failed. It has quarrelled witth
nearly all the men it ever had in its em-
ploy, and .discharged them because they
had not made the thing a success. It did
its best ‘to deprive The Telegram of its spe-
cial patronage, but did not succeed, and fin-
ally it strove to build up its circulation by
Issuing a bogus paper at 6 o’clock, dated of
the next day, and sold throughout the coun-
try at $1 a year, in order to hurt, if pos-
sible, the circulation of The World. T4he
temporary circulation which it gained by
this means it is losing with the same rapid-
ity that it made it. The subscribers who
were induced to take it found out they
were deceived, that the paper, though it
was dated the same as the morning paper,
was printed t'he evening previous, and was
nothing less than The Evening News of the
day before.

Two others of the many vagaries of The
Mail and News was an advertising agency
started in The Mail building, by
which  they hoped to control ail
the advertising, of the outside
papers. Not only did they want an adver-
tisement for their morning paper and even-
ing paper, but-they wanted to be the medi-
um through which it reached the outside
papers. After a great waste of money, this
venture was wound up. The next venture
was iIn the shape of a sensational sheet
called The Saturday Ledger, which was
launched by The Mail people, first in their
own building, and then, after the usual
plan, quartered in a separate building on
Adelaide-street, finally moved iInto The
News building, and ‘then smothered in a
night when nobody was looking.

All these skeletons, however, are kept in
the Riordan building, and are taken out and
gone over now and again when the family
nolds a meeting, and an effort is made to
realize where all the money that John
Riordan left has gone.

Quite a number of months ago The News
was under the management of Mr, George
Darby. His head was cut off in a night
and Mr. William Douglas, the most bril-
liant newspaper man that ever came into
the Toronto fleld, took charge. He issued
orders to his staff in the shape of procla-
mations, and signed them ** Douglas.” He
engaged a room to think in away from his
business office, and he broadecasted his plc-
ture all over the country as the egual, if
not the superior, of George Brown, whose
portrait he chose to place In an inferior
position. The top of the paper contained
the legend, * William Douglas, Editor and
Publisher.”” But for some reason or other
the family held a council one night not
long ago, and the name of Willlam next
day was removed then, and it is believed
forever, from the headline of the sheet. The
story is that William will soon be succeed-
ed by William’s father, who is to be trans-
ferred from The Mail on the usual line of
making another shift in order to make a
bigger failure.

The Empire, some months before its sud-
den end, determined to *‘ death blow ”’ The
World by a proceeding exactly similar to
that of The Mail. It reduced its price to
one cent. It did not get 500 new subsecrib-
ers! And The Empire was a better paper
than The Mail ever was. It was honest, if it
did not understand the wewspaper business.
The Mail is dishonest, as well as ignorant
of the newspaper business. It will never
learn. It is full of incapables, who are
wasting a fortune. What happened to The
Empire in its attempt to  death blow ”
The World will happen®to The Mail when
it starts in next week. Before three days
are over the *“ death blow ” will collapse
like a punctured tire.

The Mail has confessed that it has failed
to succeed as a three-cent paper, and that
It has had to resort to a drop to one cent
to deal a ‘‘ death blow ” to The Toronto
World !

And will the public, as a wind up, please

TWENTY-THREE YEARS A PREMIIR.

8ir Oilver Mowat Yesterday Complegsed His
23rd Year in Office.

Sir Oliver Mowat enters to-duy up-
on his twenty-fourth year as Premier
and Attorney-General of Ontario, and
in looking back over the period during
which he has guided the destinies of
the province, one cannot help remark-
ing the lack of sensationalism which
has characterized his administration.
1t speaks greatly for thé astuteness of
the Little Premier that at the advanc-
e¢ age of 76 he still retains the influ-
ence over his followers which in 1863
led to his appointment as Postmaster-
General, and later on in 1872 to his
present. position. If an old common
law maxim could be applied to poli-
tics, there would be no doubt that Sir
Oliver has aequired a prescriptive
right to the premiership.

Sir Oliver was born on July 22, 1820.
At the age of 17 he entered the law
office of Sir John A. Macdonald, and
was called to the bar in 1841, shortly
afterwards leaving Kingston for To-
ronto. In 1846 he married Jane, the
second daughter of the late John
Ewart of Toronto. He was created a
Q.C. in 1856. In the same year Hon.
J. A. Macdonald appointed him com-
missioner for consolidating the statutes
of Canada and Upper Canada. In
1857 he was elected member for South
Oxford, which he represented until
1864. Upon the fall of the Macdonald-
Cartier Government in 1867, he was se-
lected, though he had only been one
year in the House, to fill the office of
Provincial Secretary, in the Brown-
Dorion administration, an office which
he held only four days. He held the
portfolio of Postmaster-General in the
Coalition Government of Hon. John
Sanfleld Macdonald from 1861 to 1864.
He was also a member of the memor-
able Union Conference which framed
the Confederation scheme in 1864 In
the same year he was appointed Vice-
Chancellor of Upper Canada, an office
he held until Oct. 381, 1872, when he was
appointed member of the Executjve
Council and Attorney-General, posi-
tions he still holds. Sir Oliver is also
an ex-officio bencher of the Ontario
Law Society, and head of the law firm
of Mowat, ‘Downey & Langton, and
an honorary LL.D. of Toronto Univer-
sity. For two years he sat in the City
Council and has been president of the
Canadian Institute. As Vize-Chancel=
lor, he was appointed under 34 Vic.,
chap. 7, to report upon Estate Bills,
He was returned by acclamation to
his present seat in North Oxford ia
Nov., 1872, again in 1875 and was re-
elected at the general elections of
’79, ’83, ’86, 90 and ’94.

Holmes Was Startled.

On Oct. 25 she went out to do some
shopping and accidentally met Holmes
on the street. Holmes was greatly
startled by meeting her on the street
and told her he wanted her to leave
Toronto that night. She and the two
children left Toronto that night and
wefit to Prescott, Ont.,, where they
stayed at the National Hotel. From
there they went to Burlington, Vt.,
where Holmes met them. He was an-
gry that she.did not come on the train
he told her to, and said to her, “When=

Holmes took the family to a house
that he had rented and left them there.

The Children in Toronto,

Holmes disappeared from the scene
for a day or two, and when he re-
turned he told her that the children
were im Toronto. He dilated upen
how happy the children were in the
house he had taken in Toronto. Holmes
told her to write to her husband, and
he pretended to take the letter to
him. He brought back a letter in
cipher, which he pretended was from
Pitezel. She recognized the figures as
Holmes’, and told him so, and he ad-
mitted that it was his writing, but sa:d
that he had been compelled to copy
it for Pitezel, as:the latter had been
drinking. Holmes wrote to her from
Boston to come to Lowell. In the let-
ter Holmes told her that there was a

bottle of dynamite in the cellar under }

Holmes would not allow her to mail
any letters herself, but took them
from her and promised to post them
for her.

A bunch of these letters to the child-
ren that Holmes had never mailed
were -shown to Mrs. Pitezel, and she
readily identified them. Holmes not
only did not mail the letters, but
opened and read them, In Burling-
ton Holmes was known as Judson.

The Witness Sobs.

Mrs. Pitezel seemed about to break
down when asked to identify the
handwriting of her dead girls in let-
ters to herself, but she bore up brave-
ly, and amidst a death-like silence
in the court room named the writer
of each letter as it was shown to her,

After she had identified the letters
the recollection that they were writ-
ten by her murdered children over-
powered her for a moment, and she
sobbed quietly. With strong- deter-
mination she recovered herself and
nodded to Mr. Graham to go on with
his examination.

She left Burlington for Boston, she
said, i company with a man named
White, who brought her a letter from
Holmes. In Boston she saw Holmes
under arrest and he said to her: “You
need not take it so hard. Ben and I

are the ones who will have to suffer.” +

Mr. Graham asked: “When did you
last see or hear from your husband?”

“In a voice choking with emotion,
Mrs. Pitezel.replied: “I have never
seen my husband since the 29th of
July, or heard from him in his own
handwriting since Aug, 29.”

In the Morgue at Toromto.

Then Mr. Graham asked: *“Have you
ever seen any of your three children
since you gave them to this man?”’

This question was too much, and
amidst her sobs, Mrs. Pitezel replied
“I have never seen my little girls ex-
cept lying side by side in the morgue
at Toronto; and I have never seen
Howard, but I saw some of his little
things in the coroner’s office at In-
dianapolis.

There was more than one moistened
eye In the court while the sobbing
woman was speaking.

The defence, realizing the probable
effect the sight of a bereaved and
suffering mother would have upon the
sensibilities of the Jury, interposed an
objection.

Mr. Grahani was so vehement in his
reply to the defence’s objection that
he was rebuked by the court, which
sustained his line of questioning.

This concluded Mrs. Pitezel’s direct
testimony, which had consumed two
hours and 40 minutes.

. Cross-Examination.

The defence then began its cross-ex-
amination, which was conducted by
Rotan. .

Throughout the intensely dramatic
and pathetic recital of seeing her
children’s bodies by Mrs. Pitezel.
Holmes, to all appearance, ‘was littie
affected, and was the most indifferent
person in the room. He busied him-
self making notes for his counsel in
the cross-examination.

The cross-examination or Mrs. Pite-
zel covered much the same ground as
her direct testimony, and developed
nothing favorable to the def. nce, but,
if anything, strengthened the story of
Holmes’ cold-blooded knavery. Mrs.
Pitezel was still on the stand when
court took a recess until 7 o’clock.

After her trying ordeal of three
hours on the stand this afternoon,
Mrs, Pitezel was postrated, but she
recovered sufficiently to be in court
again at 7 o’clock, when her Cross-ex-
amination was proceeded with.

Before Mr. ‘Rotan began his exam-
ination of the witness, Holmes talked
eagerly with him for some time and
was evidently advising him as to the
line of questioning he should pursue.

Disposition of the Money.
The witness was asked a number of

questions about the disposition of the )

insurance money. The evident object
of the defence was to show that she
paid out but of the insurance,
and that she got $1700, instead of only

00, as she stated this afternoon.

It was indirec shown by the testi-
mony of the witness that Holmes has
Several times paid the rent for the
Pitezel family, and grocery and provi-
sion bills.

Witness further said that her hus-
band had told her that Holmes owed
him this money and if he did not pro-
vide for his (Pitezel’s) family while
he was in prison, he would make it
hot for Holmes,

By indirect admissions, Mrs. Pitezel
showed that Pitezel was practically
dependent upon Holmes for support.
Pitezel told her of the scheme to de-
fraud the insurance company, but he
did not tell when or where it would
be perpertrated.

At this point Holmes called Mr. Ro-
tan to him and coached him again
about the line of examination.

Mrs. Pitezel was shown a note for
$16,000 signed with the name of “Ben-
ton F. Lyman” (an alias of Pitezel’s)
and she identified the signature as
that of her husband. It was to pay
this note that she gave Holmes the
$3000, and in return she was to have
full possession of the Fort Worth pro-
perty. Holmes supplied the money for
Pitezel to set up business.

Thelr Mecting in Toronte.

Mr. Rotan then digressed to the day
Mrs, Pitezel met Holmes in a store in
Toronto, and when he seemed to be
80 startled by her appearance.

Mr. Rotan asked Mrs. Pitezel if she
had no: statedon several occasions
that she believed Holmes was 80
startled . by .the sight of her, because
her children were in the store at the
time.

Mr. Graham objected to the ques-
tion and the court sustained him. The
defence gave notice of an exception to

Sh and her two children left Toronto
about 7.30 or 8.30 on ‘the evening of
Oct. 25.

At this point the defence entered
an objection. The court sustained the
