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Modern Rifle Bullets.

THEY MAKE CLEAN-CUT WOUNDS THAT ARE
EASILY HEALED,

The modern military small-bore rifle, with
its armored bullet with a mantle of steel
copper or nickel, is the result of a process of
evolution into the details of which we need
not here enter. The reduction in calibre
has gone on steadily, and it is a question
whether the limit has yet been reached.
Italy and Roumania bave adopted a calibre
of no more than .256 inch, the American navy
is about vo be armed with a rifle of only .203-
inch calibre, and Kruka and Hebler have ob-
tained ballistic results with a bullet of only
.198.inch calibre which are unapproached by
projectiles of larger size. Practically now
the armies of all civilized nations are armed
with weapons whose calibre is under .315
inches or 8 mm.

In great measure our knowledge of the sur-
gical results of this marked reduction of cal-
ibre is based on theory, or the results of ex-
periments on the bodies of men and animals.
At all times the charactec of a bullet wound
depends on the weight, form, density and
velocity of the projectile, and on the hard-
ness or resistance of the part hit. The com-
paratively iarge, soft bullets of the older and
larger bored rifles, moving at a relatively
moderate velocity, produced wounds with
the character of which most medical men are
familiar, But the new rifles of reduced cal-
ibre, increased range, velocity and penetra-
tion, with hard mantled ballets, introduce
new factors of importance from the surgical
point of view.

The softer and larger-bore bullets produce
wounds characterized by a broad zone of de-
vitalized tissue about the point of entrance,
with a wound canal lacerated by the easily
deformed ball, extensively splintered bones,
great explosive action, an aperture of exit
much lacerated and gaping widely, and with
relatively little hemorrhage. In the case of
direct hits the action of the new bullets may
be summed up by saying that they produce
clean-cut, slightly lacerated wounds of the
soft parts, exert less explosive action, and
splinter and displace bones less, except at
short ranges.

Their wounds offer the best possible con-
ditions for rapid and perfect healing, being
small, aseptic, as a rule, and clean cut, but
prone to bleed freely and at once.

At long ranges, towards the end of their
flight, these long, thin bullets tend to somer-
sault, and, by striking sideways, often pro-
duce extensive splintering and comminutioa
of bone. Indirect and ricochet hits with
these new and mantled bullets are especially
to be feared, as contact with any hard sub-
stance is sure to split the mantle, and the
naked and deformed bullet core then acts
like the hollow-point bullets of express rifles.
This is a factor which may cause protective
works to lose much of their value when at-
tacked by troops armed with these small cal-
ibre rifles.

The increased explosive action given to
the new bullets by increased velocity is more
than ¢ rbalanced by their lesser liability
to become deformed; hence their explosive
action is, on the whole, less marked and less
uniformly shown than that of the old kind.
It occurs chiefly in the skull and in connec-

tion with the bones. In respect of this ac-
tion on bones, especially long bones, it is
probable that experiments made on horses,
whose bones are much stronger and more
resistent than those of man, have given us
exaggerated ideas of the effects of the small
bullets on these tissues, but, even so,
the extensive fissuring and comminution
are so severe that considerable actual exper-
ience is needed before we can be justified in
regarding the new arm of small calibre as in
any way minimizing the horrors of war.

The Wanderings of Driftwod.

In September, 1892, the daughter of the
blacksmith in Canna, an island of the
Hebrides, was wandering on the shore,
gathering driftwood for fuel, when in a small
bay, about 100 yards distant from her
father’s house, she picked up a piece of wood
bearing the inscription cut with a knife,
¢ Lachlan Campbell, Bilboa, March 23,
1892.” On taking it to her mother she be-
came much concerned, as this was the name
of her own son, who was a boiler maker .in
Spain, and, as would be the case with most
people, certainly with Highlanders, she
could not get over the supersticions dread
that this message from the sea was the har-
binger of evil tidings from her son. The
family of the proprietor did their best to
calm her terror, exhorting her to wait an
explanation. -

When writing to her son she told him of
what had happened, and was greatly relieved
on receiving a reply assuring her of his well-
being, but was astonished to learn that he
perfectly remembered how, when on a holi-
day, he had written as described on a piece
of wood and had thrown it into the sea from
a rock near Bilbao. We all know the power
of ocean currents, and need not be surprised
at this piece of wood having been carried six
months; but the marvelous and, except for
undoubted evidence, the incredible circum-
stance in this case is that this piece of wood,
after its long drifting, should have been
washed on the shore within 100 yards of
where the writer’s mother lived, and that it
should be picked up by one of his own family
and taken home. Had any novelist dared to
picture a message delivered as this way by
means of an ocean current, every reader, and
certainly every critic, would have denounced
the outrageous demand on faith. Amrd yet
the apparently impossible actually occurred
in Canna.

Fill
the tumblers half full of water as hot as one
can drink it. Stir the water so as to dissolve
the powders; then pour the two together
and drink. Used with hot water half of the
powder is quite as effective as the whole
would be if used with cold water, and the
effect is much more agreeable and speedy.
It is often the case that one’s breakfast dis-
agrees with one. Under such circumstances
one-quarter of a powder taken in hot water
as directed will often clear the head and re-
lieve all unpleasant symptoms. It must be
borne in mind that Scidlitz powders should
never be taken without mixing. There are
cases on record where some foolish or adven-
turous persons have swallowed the contents
of the tumblers separately, causing rupture
of the stomach and almost immediate death.
Judiciously used, a Seidlitz powder is one of
the most valuable among the simple house-
hold remedies and should be kept in the
medicine closet of every family.”

Fall Work on the Farm.

The most important work at this season is
the management of the manure. It is the
farm savings bank, and pays good interest if
the manure is handled in & manner to pre-
vent loss. No manure can be of service un-
til all the ingredients are reduced by decom-
position, and to spread coarse manure on the
ground in the spring is to take the risk of a
large portion of it remaining in the soil be-
yond the time when the crops may need it
most, In early spring the manure cannot
be quickly decomposed, as decom position is
slow when the weather is cold, and the best
period of the year for making manure and
preparing it as plant food is in the fall and
winter. The exposure of manure to the ef-
feots of winds, rains and sun leads to loss of
a large proportion of its plant food, and the
addition of coarse material to the heap with-
out handling the manure in a manuer to de-
compose all of the material is a loss of time.
The real value of the manure is not in the
quantity of coarse matter it contains, but in
the proportion of nitrogen, phosphoric acid,
and potash therein, and they may be grad-
ually leached out by rains as fast as they be-
come soluble in the heap.

THE LIQUIDS.

The most valuable portions of manure are
the liquids. Enterprising farmers are care-
ful to save this, and with suitable drains to
carry it to the manure heap to be absorbed
by the solid portions, but such is not the
rule with the majority of farmers, who are
careful to save the solids, but permit the
liquids to flow away, some of them making
ditches to carry off the black liquids which
overflow the barn yards, instead of filling
the barn yard with abundance of material
for absorbing them. The centre of the man-
ure heap is where the heat is generated, and
when the liquids are added to the heap they
hasten decomposition. As long as there is
no danger of over-heating or * fire-fanging "
it is an advantage to have the heap in this
condition, but when the centre of the heap
is well decomposed the manure should be
han dled, the entire mass turned over, and
the coarse material on the top thrown to
the centre, saturating it with the liquids
which will at once cause the materials to de-
compose.

ABSORBENT MATERIALS,

One of the advantages of manure is its
even distribution over the soil. Manure
spreaders do this work in an excellent man-
ner, but when all absorbent material is first
rendered fine the capacity of the solid mat-
ter to absorb liquids is greatly incieased and
the decomposition is more perfect, while the
loss of ammonia is likewise reduced toa min-
imum. If all bedding is cut, and all coarse
foqds reduced with a cutter, the increased
vn?ue of the manure will pay for the labor of
g0 doing.  The winter work should include
manure making—not simply adding mater-
ials to the heap—which demands the judi-
cious use of absorbents so as to save the val-
uable liquids, and to prevent loss of plant
food, as well as reducing the manure to a
condition approaching availability as nearly
as possible. Frozen manure will not decom-
pose, and the heat in the heap should be
maintained uniformly. It mayrcquirestalks
a year to rot in the soil, but this is quickly
accomplished in the heap. Keepin view the
fact that in making manure the process is

one of preparing available plant food.
e

Making Sheep Pay.

A wool-grower of great experience writes
to Farm News that if the American farmer
thinks he can compete with English brothers
in making mutton sheep without taking
great pains, he is laboring under a mistake
that must be corrected before he succeeds.
There are a great many farmers who keep
their sheep well, and the returns from them
show the effect of this, but there are entire-
ly too many of them who use their sheep as
grubbers and savers of waste, and these will
never get very far up toward the front as
shepherds until they reform and learn that
the best of care is none too good in sheep
husbandry as well as in other lines of stock
raising. It is often asserted that sheep will
live with less care than any other kind of
live stock, and perhaps this is true, but mere
living is not the way to get momey out of
them. The poorest way in the world to try
to get money is to try to saveit out of sheep.
They need plenty to eat and drink, as much
as any other kind of stock, and because
sheep will not die of thirst if not provided
with a plentiful supply of water, it does not

follow that the owner does not lose money
by depriving them of good water. Sheep
that are kept for breeding purposes should
at all times be kept in good condition, and
be fed those sorts of foods that will keep
them well nourished. If this is not done
the penalty will be a gradual deterioration
in each generation, and in the end the flock
will run out, or, really starve out. It has
been proved that American mutton can be
made as good as that of any other country,
and if it is not so it is wholly and only caused
by the negligence of American shepherds.
There is a better prospect of prosperity for
the shepherd than for breeders of almost any
other stock.

To be
sure, they make a good deal of noise and con-
fusion, but this is for the most part harmless
pastime, although it may, on certain occa-
sions, be extremely annoying.

Every parent should systematically culti-
vate the acquaintante of children in other
families. When people have children to
train, they take upon themselves with this
responsibility an obligation to do the very
best for them their circumstances will allow,
and this obligation can never be met by
shirking one of the things that is zll-im-
portant, a strict watch over the mates of the
little ones.

A house that is too good to be opened for
games and pleasures for the young will some
day have a cloud hanging over it, caused by
the wrong-doing of these same responsibili-
ties. Nerves that are too sensitive to bear
the noise and racket of children’s company
are very likely, in later years, to be torn
with agony at a wasted life, misspent time
and possible criminal conduct.

By all means set apart some portion of the
dwelling for the benefit of the younger mem-
bers of the household, and let their friends,
their pleasures and their welfare have their
proper place in the management of home af-
fairs.— Ez.

The mother told
me the little thing dared not disobey her
papa, as he was very firm with ber, and when
he put her up ina chairand told her to speak
a piece, he would punish her if she did not
obey. Poor, foolish father, who prided him-
self on making his little child obey in such a
matter. The child is very frail and delicate
looking; she cannot talk much as yet, and
no one would be struck with the idea that
she had a strong brain, but rather the reverse.
It seems to me positively wicked in that
father, to force her little brain for his own
foolish pride.

Time enough, dear mothers and fathers,
for brain work; don't let the little ones be
forced to any kind of mental labor, not even
their alphabet, before they are six years old;
