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ANNUAL DRILL AND INSPECTION OF
THE 36TH BATTALION.

The 56th Peel Battalion commenced its
experience of ‘‘camp life’” and routine on
Tuesday, 14th inst,, and remained busily
engaged in their annual drill until dismissed
on Wednesday last, the 22nd inst. Fortu-
nately for the health and comfort of the
officers and men the weather, although ex-
ceptionably warm for the month of Septem-
ber, was as beautiful and serene as the most
fastidious holiday soldier coulda desire and
in consequence they have with few excep-
tions, been well pleased with their initiation
into ‘“camping out.”  There was, however,

as might have been expected among the
members of the companies from rural dis-
tricts, a considerable amount of dissatisfac
tion expressed at the inconvenient time to
them selected for annual drill, just at the
close of harvest before the crops were all
secured, and so much to be >done at home
besides in seceding, threshing, &c. The
Militia authorities appear entirely to have
overlooked the fact that agricultural work
this season is fully a month behind hand,
but no blame rests with Major Gracey, the
commander of the Battalion, he was simply
notitied to have the Battalion ready for in-
spection on the 21st inst. It is difficult, we
admit, to choose a time that would suit all
Volunteers whose pursuits in life are so dif-
ferent, but we do think that an earlier part
of the summer, before the pressure of secur-
ing the harvest commences, would be gen-
erally more acceptable. The turn out of
the men was not quite as strong as last ycar
from the sheer inability of many of its mem-
bers to leave their work at home neglected
at such a critical period of the year.

INSPECTION DAY,

Un Tuesday the Battalion was inspected
by Colonel Ross, the new Adjutant-General,
whominulely examined the arms and nccou-
trements, and expressed his approval of the
soldier-like appearance of nany of the pri-
vates as they came under his critical eye.
Taking command of the Battalion at the
Review, Lie gave his orders for the exceution
of the various manmvres in such a clear,
soldierly, easy and pleasant mannecr, that
though it was his first visit of inspection
with them, he quite won the hearts of the
men, and displayed throughout so much af-
fability, that the mojority of the members
freely expressed the sentiment, ‘that if
perforce they had to meet an enemy in the
tield, they could freely fight, and if needs be
lay down their lives under such a leader.”
Colonel Ross bids fair to become, so far as
we can judge from the impression he has
made on' the 36th, the most popular Adju-
tant-General that has yet assumed the direc-
tion of the Volunteer Force in the Provinece
of Ontario.

The Adjutant General, at the close of the
movements, addressed the men, and said he
was quite sure every man before him was
ready, if need be, to defend the flag which
had been 8o dear to their fore-fathars. They
were not a conscripted army, but a body of
men, who freely, and at considerable sacri-
fice assembled in camp for to acquire greater
proficiency in drill. He was quite sure, if
occasion arose, their officers would lead them
well, and that they would follow wherever
duty called them. ~ He would mention one
or two matters pertaining todrill. The sys-
tem had changed a great deal since the long
range had come in vogue, and not near the
same amount of drill was requisite to fit men

for the field as was necessary in the olden
time, when it was the system to fight shoul-
der to shoulder. He said he had the honor
of serving twenty-years in theregular army,
and although not a very old man he had
passed through the whole of the Crimean
and Caffar wars; he was also one of them-
selves, as he held 2 commissionin the Volup.
teor Militia. He encouraged them, and said
all they required was confidence and reliance
on themselves. Ife had within the last ten
days inspected several thousand volunteers,
who were thoroughly drilled and disctplined,
and equal to take their place side by side
with the regular army, and he found the
36th Peel Battalion equal to any of them in
that particular. He spoke of the importance
of a soldier’s arms and regimentals being
kept bright and eliau, and said they should
be as untarnished as his [onor. e con-
cluted a neat and interesting speech by
hoping that during the remainder of the
time they remained in camp they might en-
joy themselves, and said that if the time
ever came in which they would be required
on active service—which time he hoped was
far distant-—he knew they would give a good
account of themsalves.

Right hearty cheers were then given for
the Queen and the Adjutant General.

The camp broke up at noon on Wednes-
day, with three cheers for the Queen, Major
Gracey, Major Wright, and Adjutant Nesbit.
The latter, we may remark, is as hard work.
