Servisn official despatehes anaounce that
hostilities. commenced on the south eastern
frontier on Monday, 3rd July. The Servians
were successful inl'oml engagements; they
-captured -the foetified camp of Boblinaglar
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by assault, after three hours' fighting,  The
positicn was defended Ly several batteries;
the Turks abandoned their arms and bag:
gage, The tiver Drina was crossed en Mon®
day, and engapements ensucd before Bel®
clina.

The Ziawes of Toesday contains a gpecial
despuateh from Vienna, stating that the Gove
ernor of Rustehuk declaresthe Turks do not
intend to operate on the Danube with gun®
boats.

The Zimes, in a telegram, dated Cattarp,
July $vd, says:—-* Scouts report that Mouk:
htar Dasha has abandoned Gatschko, and
retreated into Bosoia, and that the Mouten:
egring are following up their victory over the
Turkish expedition sent against the Rutehi.
Medum is heleagured, and Podgoritza is
threatened.”

A gpeaial from DBelgrade to (hie Erho says
the Servians bave eaptured the Tarkish out,
works near Belina, and burned the town.

A council of French Ministers has dis
cussed the Iaetern news. It is thought thay
all the European powers will adopt a policy
of non.intervention. to which France is un-
alterably attached.

The Standwrd's Vienna degpateh srys Gon.
Tchernayelt bas issued a proclamation pro-
mising Russian aid if the war turns out un*
favornble to Servia, Further details of light-
ing at Siitschan nave been received, accord-
ing to which 1,310 Servians were kilted, and
1,500 wounded fell into the hands of the
Tarks. 'The litter lost 450 killed and 300
wounded.

The Stwadurd this morning has aspecial
from Belgrade stating that 260 more wound-
ed soldiers hayve urrived there. A harrow-
ing rumour Lhas been ecurrent thr - enernl
Neach's army was almost totally - cstroyed.

Wound-
ed eoldiers who had arrived at Belgrado
from Drisa stated that 6 000 Serviins were
