The Chamber Music Concert given by the Leipzig Trio in Orphens I1al)
on Tuesday evening mado s feel sorsy, very orzy, for the people who wero not
there. It is sume time since such 2 musical treat has been availablo, and the
fact that tho hall was not more than a third filled, eposks poorly fer the acu-
wen f the people of our city, who are sometimes described as music-loving.
‘Thoss who wero thero deserve that title, for never have we seen a botter
behaved audiexceassembled in Halifax. Perfect silence was observed during
the 1erdering of the numbers of a splendid programume.

The second and fourth movements of the lst number wero undoniably
the most epjoyable of all the Trio’s peiformances, although all must bo
characterized ss faulilees 2nd in the last number tho execution was remark-
ably fice, Mr. Porter's bandling of the pispo desetving special praise, and
Herr Klingenfeld impressed us with the great besuty of his viclin playing.
All winter wo have been hoping thata ’cello aolo would te given at some of
the cercerts, but not until this springtime concert did patiencs havo its
vewsrd. Herr Doering's 'cello playing is beyopd all praive.  His sclection
was of great beauty, and the peculiar barmopiss in somo parts soanded like
spother instrument playing in consonsnco with the 'cello. An outburst of
applsuse that would not be quieted by even two bows, provailed upon Herr
Doering to favor us with & repeat of part of his selection. Mrs. Xlingenfeld's
songs, which we mention lsst because the concert was preeminently an instra-
mental one, were protty and well rendered. This lady has a sweet soprano
voice, well cultivated but not of great strength. The Schumann songe wera
in Germap, and although the music was beautiful we folt that English words
would have suited our tasto better. In her sccond song Mrs. Klingenfeld
scored a great succezs, the * Autumn Storm * calling forth an encore, to
which she responded with a bow., There is no doubt about the preference
of aven tho must bhighly criticsl and cultured audiences in Halifax for Eog-
lish, rathor than Gorman or Italian songs. We venturo to say that if Mrs,
Klingenfeld's firat pumber bad been sung in English it would also have

clicited an encore.

This is quite a musical woek. Tho OrpheusClub concort was announced
to tako pleco last night. The poarness of this event, for which tho greater
putnber of our musical people have tickels, may have had somothing to do
with the small audienco on ‘Tuesday night.

Tho Redmuad Barry theatrical troupe continues to give groat satisfaction
at tho scademy of music.
