Intense Admiration ot the Pope’s
Elder Brother for Ireland.

His Marvellously Eloquent Sermon — 8t
Agatha and Ireland Cempared—Charae-
ters of the Two Venerable Erothers—
Joseph’s Share in Leo's Labors—A Grand

Prieat and Noble an,

Right Rev. Beroard O'Rsilly, D.D., writes
to the New York sun as follows: I cannot al-
Jow the death of the venerabla Cardinal Joseph
Pecci bo paes_by without saying some things
about this illuatrious scholar and churchman
which will ot be found in the obitnary
notices of the day.

When he was elevated to the cardinalate, sad.
1y against his will by the way, he choee the
church attached to the Irish Oollege, the an-
cient diaconal Church of Sant’ Agata dei Goti,
aa that from which he was to draw his title,
This preferevce camre from the man’s intenss
admiration of Irsland, and his sympathy with
the olaims and aspirations of ber people. On
the day appoioted for his teking possession of
his church all the cardinals in Rome, the high-
est cflicials of the Roman Curia, the Roman
nobility and the entire Eoglish-speaking colozy
showed their respect for the Pope’s brother by
filling the church.

Qardinal Pacci preached the sermon, a mar-
velous piece of elcquence, worthy of the repu-
tation of 3 man whom Rome regarded as one
of her most learned and accomplished sone. To
the astonishment of all. to the dismay of some,
and to the delight of the Irish portion of his
hearers, the speaker drew a vivid and thrilling
parallel between the glorious virgin marbyr,
who had suffered for the fasith under Dacius,
and ths Celtic pation in the extr:mity of
western Europe, persecuted, tortued, cppressed
for centuries in hatred of their attach-
menb to the see rf Rome.

Agatha, the cardina. polinted ount, tard to
guffer unheard of torments from the governcr
of Oatania, both on account of ber exalted and
heroic rpurity ot lifle sand on account
of her invincible determination to give
her whole heart and life 8o Christ.
15 was & monstrous spectacle which
the entire city of Catania beheld, for days and
days in snccession ; all the power of sn imperial
governor used to bend to his will a feshie
maiden, whom her own noble relatives did not
dare to sustsin in this unequal struggle ; all the
artifices of seduction were used at firab to per-
ruade, and then, theee failing, every exquisite
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APPALLING TORTURR

which the ingenuity and croelty of the execn-
tioners eould devise. The *Acts of St, Agatha,”
that is, the authentic relation of ber sufferings
and death, has ever been tressured among the
records of the church in Sicily, What the
youthful sufferer endured, and how, at every
stage of torture, she triumped over all shab the
enemies of the faith could devise—this forms a
part of the Christian iuheritance of the popun-
latione of Catania and Palermo.

One touching incident an thir fearful narra.
tive of cruelty is that when Quintianuse, the
prator of Sicily, bad exbausted his savage
devicer by baving the martyr racked, burned by
red hot plates, and mangled before the eyes of
the multitude, that same night, in her horrible
dungeon, Sb. Peter appeared to Agaths, com-
forted and consoled her, and cured all her
wounds, thus enabling her to face victorionsly
the Cbrist on the morrow. Of conrse, as we
Oatholics firmly believe, it was as patural that
Poter should visit Agatha, mangled,broken and
bleeding in her prison, as it had been for the
angel of the Lord to visit him in bie prison in
Jerusalem and strike off his chains. The Divine
Giver of life and health could as easily make use
of the hands of the Aposetle to heal the wounds
of Agaths, a8 He had given to tha very shadow
of Peter passing through the streets of
J ert:gn.lem the virtue to cure the gick oo whem
it falk
What was wonderful in Cardinal Pecci’s dis-
ourse was the comparison which he drew
between the trisls of the Sicilian maiden and
those through which Treland had beeu so long
passivg. The Very Rev, Prior Glyon, who is
pow building in Rome a naticnal church in
bonor of St. Patrick, sat by the side of Cardinal
Howard while the diagourse was delivered. The
cardinal winoed nuder the gazs of ao many eyes
fixed upon him, but atout Father Glynn would
every now and then whisper, as the orator made
gome impreasive chservation,'* What do you say
to that, my lord ** )

More than once in the darkest hours of Ire-
land’s tortures the successors of St. Peter had
visited and comfarted her. We all know how,
from Gregory XV. in 1621 6o Clement IX. in
1667-69, the auccessive Pontiffs befriended the
suffering Irnieh Catholics by word and deed. Bub
the reflaction which forced itself on Irishmen
preogent in Sant’ Agata on this memorable ocea-
sion was—*' Would Leo XIIL also visit Ireland
in her suffering and sorrow, and generously heal
her wounds 7' The words and sentiments of
the Pope’s brother certainly inepired such a
hnpe. This was realized in 1885 when Leo
XT1IT., setting his face against the British gov-
ernment, agalnst the powerful intrigues of Eng
Jish and Irish would-be diplomatiste ic Rome,
made the appointment of Archbishop Walsh
his own afialr, oalled him to Rome, there to be
coneeerated

ABCHBISHOP OF DUBLIN,

and sent him back to his people to be their guide
and stay.

Snbaequent events, not yet fully understood
or sufficiently explained, may bave seemed in-
cunsistent with the Pope'as openly avowed
sympathy for the cause of Ireland, but well do
T know that the heart which in to-morrow’s
funeral pageany will lie pulseless and cold be-
fore the altar of Sant’ Agata dei Goti never
beat more warmly for Ireland and_ her soos
thau does the grief-stricken heart of Leo XIII.

They wera like twin brothers, these two
anguet snd venerable men whom death has so
snddenly separsted after & companionship of
eighty yeara. They were two different types of
men, however. Jogeph resembled his father in
countenance and disposivion. ‘He was all viva-
city and joyousness, Down to his dying day
nothing could check or damp that buoyant
spirit of his, which made light of the mosb en-
ormous_intellactual Isbor, rose superior to all
bodily fatigne and suffering, and in sickness as
well as in perfect health hed always a pleasant
groeting and joyous words of welcome for all
who approached him, Gifted with extraordin.
ary and varied talents, he masbered, withouta
seeming effort, whatever branch he had to study.
Books were for bim mere playthings, whose
contents he mastered in an incredibly shorv
space of timp, Then he yearned for the fields
snd mountain slopes around his father's vills at
Carpineto.

His brother, two years his junior, and his
companton in their home atudies and ab college,
wag also marvellonsly gifted, He resembled
his mother in countenence a3 well as in dispoai-
tion. He had not Joseph’s quickuseas of per-
ception or his vivacious joyousness of temper,
Vincenzo was slow, quiet, grave, persevering,
1t he had not ** Peppo's” overflowing vivacity
of spirits, he was, nevertheless, a mosb cheerful
and pleasant companion. All bright und besuti-
fal things had for him an irvesietible attraction,
The sight of $he green fields, of the flower gar-
den, of the woode in springtide, the song of
birds, fillad bim with an ecstatic delight, £ven
at the present day Leo XIII. revels in the sight
of flowers and the musio of singing birds. This
is one of the recreations in which he relaxes hia
mind from incessant and gigantio toil and from
the heavy and bitser anxieties which press upon

Joseph and Vincent Joadhim Peoci, thus dis-
elmilar in disposition, snd tnequal {n natural
taleat, were skilfully trained by their accom.
Fubed and virtnous mother,bhe Conntess Anaa

'ecci.  They were both equally pions, Joseph
ardently and enthusisstically 80 as he grew up,
devoting himeelf to the apostolic life in the

Sooiety of Jeaus, dying, ss_he yearned to die,
olad in $he lowly garb of & Jesuib, and reporing
in death among his brethren. What a share
’ OARDINAL JOSEFH PRCOI
had in the mighty intellectual labors of Leo
1I. during his pontificate will be told same
day. O:rtain it is, and we may say it even now,
thab not one of tke encyclicals pablished by the
present pontiff but had the ocv-opsration of
Cardinal Pecci, when i was not due to his in-
spiration and prompting. He it was who urged
his brother to give to St. Thomas Aquinas and
his beaching the place both now occupy in every
Oasholic school. .

I must not close withont giviog my own per-
sonal impression of the vemerable personage I
am describing. At my firas interview with the
Pope he desired me to call on Cardinal Pecci
and obtain from him whatever information I
conld about she Pecei family. I wen, in con-
gsequence, to the Barberini Palace in company
with the Mosb Rev. Dr. Xirby, rector of the
Irish College. _ After waiting s few minutes in
the anbteroom, Cardinal Peacci himself came ont
to greet ue, He wae dressed in a simple
cassock. He threw up both arma as he eapied
Monsignor Kirby, and with a joyous exclama-
tion welcomed and embraced him. The face
was a8 pale a8 the Pope’s, but the long Roman
nose was migsing. ‘The short, curly, abundant
hair was as white a8 snow, and covered with the
ecarlet beretta or ekull cap, the oniy mark of his
dignity.

es;vere taken into the cardinal’'s study, a
room most modeatly furnished, with little of
what we should in New York cail comfort, and
nothing st all of luxury., Seated cn each side
of his eminence, we soon forgod everything else
in the story he told ua of his father’s home at
Carpineto, of his reversd mother and ber many
womaoly viroues, of the hill country itself, and
his ®arly boyhocod,

I treasured up every word in my memory.
Ludosico Pecsi, who now oocuples the paternal
mapsion ab Oarpineto, waa subsequently invited
by Monsignor Kirby to dive at_ the Irish
Oollege, and I was nsked to meet him. After
dinner and a Jong and most inseresting conver-
sation the count walked home with me. He
told me then that in the Pecci family they con-
pidered Cardinal Pecei to be & man of surpass-
ing genius. The Pope, he said, was the great
theologian and literateur, but the cardinal was
the great philosopher.

Leo XIII., now st the :nd of his 80th year,
may well be inconsolable at the loss of such a
brother —of one who was his twin soul if he
wae not his twin brother God in his goodpess
grant that the sudden blow may not prosirats
the Pope, already overwhelmed witk fatigus,
and care and yeonrs.

To the hissory of the present Pontificate,
when b can be written safely, iy will be found
that Joseph Pecai had mo smsll ahare in his
august brother's most glorious labors and
merits,

PRECOCIOUS CHILDREN.
A Temdeney im Modern Educatiom ¥hich
Should Be Checked.

There is at pressnt a tendency to unnatural
mental development io children. The whele
scheme of the public-schools system is adapted
o tha extraordinary instead of the ordinary in-
telligence. Every possible mesns is restored to
by which the slow mind may be nonaturslly
quickened, while the abnormaliy bright are
pushedforward like horsea spurred a aloog race
oourse,

The pupils of the public schoole are in a state
of oontinual nervous apprehension, fearful leat
their per cent. msay fal ! below the required
gtandard, or that they may fail to pass the
dreaded examination. ‘They have become bur-
dened with cares that should mot be imposed
upon them, and the lightheartedness and
paturalness of untrammeled childhood are
likely to become mere traditions. FPreternatur-
ally aged boya ana girls in spectaclea are now
80 common that they cease to attract notice,and
reputable physicians testify that nervous dis-
orders among the youog are ominousty on the
increase,

It is due to the pernicious cramming
of which they are the helpless victime,and the
unnatural huery and worry that are a part of
the modern schoel regimen.

The parenta of bright children sre generally
vain of bheir precocity. They tell with what
avidily Emma takes to history ; how much of
Shakespeare George had read at ten, and how
Joha would rather remain curled np on the
gsofa, devouring books indiscriminately, shan
take part in the most fascinating game that
was ever invented. The precocity of Coleridge
and De Quincy is recalled and the children in
¢ueation, it is thought, wii] prove parallel cases.
16 is wholly forgobfen that in one instance
whera the mind continuea to develop in ninety-
nine it weakens and falls under the forcing pro-
ceas, Poor Mr. Toots is an illustration of what
the Blimler system occasionally does, and if
the examples are enly occasional no paremt
wishes to turnish the subject in their own
child, .

Precocicus children, as » general thiog, are
insufferable little prigs, They have nob the
winsomeness and innocence of childhood, nor
the wisdom that comes cnly with years and ex-
perience, Instead of making out courses of
reading, offering inducements and reward for
supernatural achievements, parents would much
betber lock book-case and take the texd bookas
away {rom such childien, and turn them out,
figuratively epeaking, like yourg =znimals to
grase. The mind will take care of itself and
keep on prowing ; but the body, suffers from
lack of exerciee, and disordered nerves snd
digestion will handicap the genius in late
yeare,

The precocious, senlative, imaginative cbild,
above all others, should be made to rap, jump,
chmb end play in open air. He shonld grow
tanned and ragged ouk of doors, instead of
dreaming over myths, or pondering weighty
questions about which he should not think for

yeara to come.

The modern idea of education in unuatural ;
and its extravagance will eventually culminate
in a complete revolution, More and more ie it
all work and no play, when play is necessary
ag work in inducing to good health and good
morals,—Chicago Inter-Ocean,

The Paulist fathers, who are in charge of
the Oathollc Oburch of 5% Paul the Apostile,
58th street and 9:h avenus,, ars stamch ad-
yooates of tota! abstinence, They are known
In every oity of the Uaited Siates a2 ardent
temperance men, and they never miss an
opportunity to advance tae ocause of total
sbatinence. In their parlsh’ they have tried
every known means to make the members of
thelr congregation temperate, .They have
preached against intoxication, organiz:d tem.
peracce societles for tae men and the women
of the parish, and fought the keepera of
salovns which are situated In the dietrict of
which they have spiritual charge.

They have jast adopted a new me’hed,
which they think will be especially effecilve
In reducing tie number of users of lutexi.
oants among thelr parishloners, What tiey
o 1l a Temperance Cadet Suolety has been
organized, Its membera are boys whose ages
range from 12 t317 years, Theas bays, when
they join the Cadet Sasiety, take a pledge to
abatain from Intoxleating llquors untll they
huave attained taeir majority. They are alse
to aveid saloous, and to refase to carry intoxi-
cants to any persen. At present there are
abont 300 membera In the soociety. Special
features oslocnlated to attract the boys have
been introducsd Into the organization., Every
week the youngaters receive instructiens in
military taotios from competent teachers, Al
thongh the Cidet Soclety has been organizzd
brt a fow montha the 1sds can perform evcla-
tions that would surprise many ot Naw
York's militiamen. Arrangementa are belng
made to provide attractlve uniforme for the
boys, and the little regiment wili bave ite
own corps of musiclans,

According to tha plan of the Iathers the
Cadet soclcty will be e¢fHective In more ways
than one. Ouone of the Fatheratold a reporter
what the soclevy Is calculated to accomplish.
¢ In youth the hablts are formad,” said he,
¢ and if we oan keep the oadets from drink-
ing while they are beys, they wiil be total ab-
atainers when they have become men. When
they have left the Oadet Soclety, we will not
loso $rack of them, for we will have them
join our Youug Men's Aseociatlon. The ex-
ample which the boya will give to thelr elders
will in no emsll begree ald ue In cur temper-
ance work. As an {llustration of what I
mean $ake an Incldent that happened a few
days ago. Oane of the boys bas parenta who
wece in the habit of sending kin. for beer.
The little fellow was told one day to ge for =
pint of beer.

Hia pledge would net permit him te do
thie, and he, of course, refused. The parents |
inalsted, and the bsy wae actually driven to
the saloen, Agaln and agaln he was sent for ]
beser. When tte cadeta assembled for drill
after thie occurrence the litils fellhow, with
tiars in his eyer, told the father in charge of
the organizitien that he must leave ¢he or-
ganization, although he was as enthueiastlo
a member as the little reglment had, When
the boy was questioned be t>id how he had
been compelled to break his plodge. 1he
prieat called on the lad’s parents and severe-
ly reprimanded them. Then they bkegan to
think of what they had done, and as repara-
tion they both took the pledge. Other faci-
dents of a similar nature have happened.
Without any urging en our part, a large
nomber of parents have given up the use ef
Intoxlcants, They were Icflaenced by the
example of their children.

$10,000 to the Toronto University, which proves
to us that your wish is to sywpathize with the
people of Ontario in the great loss they have
sustained in the destruction of the Toromto
University on the 14th February by fire, and
we also firmly believe it is your sincere wish
that to extend the vhand of friendship bebween
your fellow-countrymen and the majority of the
people of Ontario, and we join you in your
sympathy with the hope that thia is only the
beginning of a closer and more friendly feeling
between our two sisber Provinces,

We are
nos quite eure but Edward ILI. may diapute the
glory cf this lasb exploit wish the Coercion Ach,
Naxt we hear of & man named M’Ginley ab
Falosrragh senst to jail by Removeables Burke
and Beresford, under Edward 11X, for winkivg
ab a boycotted pig. Surely the foree of folly
con no further go.  This is the climax of coer-
cion absurdity.

The wicked madness of Smith-Barry’s pro-
ceedings in ‘Tipperary transcends the power of
description, the limit of all comment. On
Monday twenty-two more famelios were added
to the numbsr of bis viatims. He seams resolv-
ed to make the lately flourishicg town of old
Ripparary an absoluve wilderness.  All this is
nob t¢ help himself, bus to burt the unfortunate
tepants, Neither Smith-Barry nor the most
insane of his flatterera can imagine thav he
himeelf will ever get any profit or pleasure out
of the deserted town of Tipperary. Itisthe
cruel wantonees of a devit that urges him oo,
This is, indeed, bard to bear. But there is com-
foro in the shought the day is not far distand
when awmple atonement for every act of legalis-
ed pluander sud wanton cruelty will be exacted
frumn the heartlesa exterminaantor.

Oue horror succeeds another so rapicly in the
accureed system of Coercion in Irelaad, that
public indigoation has nob time to overtake
them all. ‘The murder of Michael Clearyin
Tippersry seems to ua amongst the blackesy in-
famies of the system for which the brave Mr.
Balfour is responsible. We say *‘murder” ad-
visedly Coercion is a8 responsible for the
death of Micbael Cleary as ivis for ths denth-
wounds of poor yourg Heffernan, who was shot
down by the palice ritl=s in the streeta. Michael
Cleary was seatenced to two_months’ imprison-
ment by the Removables. His crime was_that
he wans in the strests cf Tipperary, walking
towards his own house on the eveniag poor
young Heffernan was shot. He entered the
prison door a sirong young man of twenty-five
or twenty-pix years of age. He was subjected
to the uezual treatment which Coercion prisoners
have to endure. He left the jail two months
later the skeleton of hia former self. Just s
week after_bis release the poor young fellow
took 9> his bed, which he rever left alive.
Sometimes one is tempted to smile at the
ludicrous aentences of Removables—four months,
five monthe, or six months' imprisonmens for
¢ wipking at & boycotted pig,” or indulging in
* a3 humbuggioe sorb of a smile.” But let us
remember what this imprisonment means. Let
ua ug remember the fate of young Larkino, of
heroic Jobn Mandeville, and of poor Michael
Oleary, of Tipperary, and all tendency to merri-
ment is checked, Ios place iz taken by horror
aod loathiog for the hirelings,brutal and corrup,
who do thess ihings in the outrsged name of
justice and the heartless cynic who commands
vhem,—United Ireland.

SALISBURY AS A SOCLD.

England Must Speak Low (o the United
states.

Loxpoxn, March 20.—A meeting of the Con-
pervative members of Parliameat, called by
Lord Salisbury, waa held at the Carlton club
po-day. Lord Salisbury made an address, in
which he satd he regretted the slow progrese of
business in the House of Commons. The
Goveroment was compelled o0 deal with ob-
structions of the most determined kind. He
trusted every aupporser of tue Governmens, at
whatever coay to his personal convenience,
would give unremitting abtention to his por-
liamentary duties. The Tithes bill and the
Lind Purchase bill were of paramount impor-
tance, 'The Tithes bill mu:b pass its second
reading before the Easter rocess.  He believed
the preposals contained in the Land Purchase
bill are such as to secure the unanimtus suppory
of the Li:beral Unionista. In regard to assisted’
eduncation, on which suvject there was much
misrepresentation, Lord Salisbury begged the
members to reeerve their opinion until the
measure was introduced. A desultory con-
versation followed Lord Salisbury’s address.
Several of the members expressed the hope that
tt.e Governmens would prevent the Boers from
acquiring Swaziland, A vote of thaoks to
Lord Salisbury was adopted,

Lord Salisbury ridiculed the report that
Parliament would roon be diesolved. He scold-
ed those Toriea whose lukewarmness had con-
tributed to the defeat of the Governmend in
several recent supplementary elections for
members of the House of Commons. He de-
clared that the new Irish bill would secure the
possession of the landlords to their property.
He denied that the Governnient had sny in-
tantion whathever of handing Swaziland over to
the Brera. Lord Salisbury also expreased the
bope that the difficulty wish the United States
over the Behring sea question would be eettled
soon **bng,” he eeid, ‘‘with such & rusceptible
nation 88 Americn Great Britain cannob nego-
tiate at tke top of her voice,” This remark was
greeted with loud lavghter.

In Turkey among the Mahomedans
they ars exempt, We hops the Christian peo-
ple of Ontario will never tarnish the escutcheon
of our Common Christianity by eudorsing
Church taxation. We think also there are few
churchesin this county out of debcingr gations
know it to,their own pecuniary loss. The fol-
lowing taken from a late paper shows that
churches are often morbtgaged, * They cele-
brated the occasion by holding a epecial meat-
ing in which tbe mortgage was burned in pres-
ence of the congregation. Those who have
struggled with church debts will be able to
appreicate the feelings of that eociety on this
oocasion. It would be a bliesful day for many
a congregation If they were in a position to an-
nounce such ap entertainment. It is beyond
dispute that the financial condition of not a few
ohurches ia such as_to exhaust all the energies
of the socieby in raising money to meet the in-
terest of loan® and running expenses of the
Church, while the more imporiant spiritual in-
terests are given a very secondary place. Let
ue have more fireworks of old church mortgages
and the moral and epiritual condition of the
country will b advanced thereby,” We think
the Hon. Mr. Meredith will see on calm reflec-
tion that his advocacy of ** church taxation ” is
peither patriotic nor sagacions.

The Prince of Wales In Berlin.

BerLiy, March 21.—The Prince of Walee
arrived here this merning. He was received at
the railway station by the Tmperor, Empress
Frederick and her dsughters, sand a number of
princes of the reigiog famelies of the German
Kwxpire. A guard of honor was also ab the
station, When the Prince alichted from the
train the English national anthem was played by
the band, The Emperor and Princs of Wales
entered a carrisge and were driven to the
castle. They were eacorted by a detachment of
cavalry. -

The Emperor was attired in the uniform of a
general of British dragoons, while tha Princs of
Wales wore the uniform of a German general.
A large crowd assembled along the route from
the station to the castle and warmly cheered
the Ewperor and the Prince.

Baltour Gets a Roasting.

LoxpoN, March 20.—In the House of Com-
mons ?o-night, in committee of supply, there
was » long sltercation between Mr. Baltour and
vhe Parnellites, Finally, after contivual bick-
ering and appeals to the chairman, Mr. Balfour
protested agalnst the eternal repebition of «x-
ploded calumnies by vhe Parneilites who, be
gaid, were wasting the time of the House with
oub presenting the slightess new feature of in-
terest either to the Government or to ths Op-
pusition.

Sir William Vernon Harcours taunted Bal-
four with alwaye making practically the sams
harrangue, and reproved him, as responsible
for vhe government of Ireland, for assertigg
that the House was bored with Irish matteks
and for concluding that all debatable matters
wera anawered by a letter from his private secre-
tary to certain newspapers., It was Ballour’s
tone of lofty contempt, Sir William continued,
that kept slive the exasperation of Ireland.
Tuough the Government wmight identify them-
selves with the Zimes the House was unable to
recoguize letters to that newspaper as complete
answers on the pard of the Government.

Baltour anid he wonld endeavar to adopt
Sfr William’s tone and manner and then he
would be certain to conciliate every mection of
the Houee,
