The same journal states that
the Courts of Viennu and Berlin appear dispos-
ed to suspend the military ouvcupation of Schles-
wig if a more decided promise’ relative to the
withdrawal of the constitution be made to them |
byethe King of Deumark before they find thew-
selves under the necessity of reiterating their de-
wmapd by en ultimatum. Negotiations are now

Deputa-
tions, churged to present to His MMajesty loyal ad-
dresses covered with thousands of signatures collect-
ed north and south of the pharos of Messiuva, arrived
at Rome, to protest in the name of right, nationality,
and liberty ; aud to express to ! the son of the Saint’
the hopes and aspirations of an immense majority of
the Neapolitens and Sicilians.

¢Apgain, this year, this patriotic movement was
about to be renewed, and the delegates from Naples
and Palermo were about to set forth ou their royal
pilgrimage, éetermined to brave the implacable ba-
tred of the Fledmontese.

‘ The King, actuated by a sentiment worthy of bhis
race, has wished to prevent thia manifestation. It
is notorious that the yoke of conquest bas been
pressed upoz the people with more suspicious cruelty
than ever, during the last few months, Persecution
has been redoubled with the state of siege, aod the
law of the Manufengoli. Tn proportion as the Cabi-
aet of Turin feels that the people are escaping it, in
gpite of their snfferings, it tightens i3 fetters, and
its-anger augments the rigor of its cruelties.

¢ Francia the Second hag therefore done well in
forbiddiagz his most devoted sugjects to expose them=
selves to igevitable evils. None the less for his mag-
naunimous consideration aave the addresses reached
his royal hands, and bis reply, communicated by one
of our correspondents, and which we subjoin, is at
once a just reward, and n noble encouragement for
the brave Neapolitans, who are looking, like the
King bimzelf, for the independence, aad the emanci-
pation of their country.

GERMANY AND DENMARK.

A report. that France.has
sent a circular making formal reserves against the
occupation of Schleswig of such & temor as to in-
duve Prussia-and Austvia to pause and reflect may
be set down as destitute of foundation, The time has
not yet coms fot France to intimate o menace., La-
ter on her tone may change and ber attitude become
less indifferent.

Certain journals have spoken of an alieged rmili-
tary convention between Sweden and Denmark, for
the occupation of Zealand by troops of the former
Power in the event of war between Denmark and
Germany. It has not been said to amount to s trea-
ty offensive and defensive, and indeed, it is dezcribed
as iocluding an understending that the. Swedes
should not be called intn the field, buf shonld merely
serve to relense the Danish troops, aud enable them
to be sent to the frontier. These statements are very
unlikely {0 be true, and my information induces me
to believe them nufounded. In cage of war there
would be no need of troops to maintain order among
the peaceable inbabitants of Copenhagen and Zea«
land,and the Dunish army might safely move agaings
the enemy, without fear of commotions in it3 rear.—

-A cosrespondent from Kowno, in the Pafrie says:
--%QOa Chriatmas Day I wes an eye-witness of a
most touching epectacle. Isaw a compact crowd,
mainly consisting of women and childten, driven
aloog by the Russizds to exile and death. Moct of
tbese uafortunate people, hungry and half starved
generally perizh on the way. Up to this date (Jaa.
9), so far a3 the very difficult communications enable
me to a3certuin, the following have been deprived of
their property and sent into slavery :-Thirty femi.
lieg of peasants of the commune of Duciaty--several
ot the childrcn of these unfortunate people died of
the cold before arriving at Dynabarg; one hundred
and twenty-3even families ef the commune of Usz-
vole ; several families of the commune of Onikstyn ;
twenty-five families of the commune Gulbin; two
hundred and sixty families, late inhabitants of six-
teen villagea in the communes of Poswal and Wobol-
nice ; several colonies of small proprietors in the par-
ish of Krakinow (district of Poniewiez); the colo-
nies of Ibiany, Eigirkole, Piadzy, and Lepluny, of
the Know district, numbering about two hundred
and ninety families; all the peasants in the com-
mune of Krokow ; forly-six families in the commune
of Datnoir ; the colony of small proprietors of Mil.
katjeie, district of Telsze. If to the above are added
the deportations decreed by the so-called military
councils, it may be said that Samogitia has been de-
populated to the extent of 38,000 persons. It is said
Rusasia jntends to depopulate each district, and to
purge it entirely of ihe Polish element, by taking at
{east twelve colonies of small proprietors, and some
thoussnds of Catholic pedsants outof each. This

Ge-
neral Baron Korff bhaving brought a toastto the
nealth of the King of Prussia, Colonel Von Treskow
raplied by bringing a toast to the Emperor of Rossia.
General Prince Rebutoff then brought a toast to the .
Pruosian army, to'which Colonel von Treskow re-
plied in the following terms :~'' Gentlemen, I thanlc
you with a1l my heart for the expressions of friend-
ship and kindpess with whick you bave honored me:
I nccept them with all the more gratitude that your
frieodship is conferred upon the representative of the:
Prussiaa army, an army which, a3 you are aware,
sincerely sympathizes with you. Gentlemen, [ have
lived for 11 months among you, and my esteem for
your noble army has increzsed incessantly. [ have
drily been deeply moved by Four cordial bospitality
and oy your feelings of sincere loyalty, May it
please God to give us the same opportuaity of dis-
piaying on the field of battle the same inilitary gua-~
lities of which you bave given se many glorious
proofs.” General Minckwitz, chief of the Staff of ihe
Russian army in the Eingdom of Polazd, responded
in a very warm speech, from which the following is
an extract :—* Colonel von Treskow bas beenamong
us the living personification of the sympathies of his
companions in arm3 towards our brave army, so folf
of devotion azd self-denisl. We ere nqw about to
separate, but each of us feels convinced that if’ ever
the times of the European wars return the Russian
and Prussian armies, as the colonel correctly saig,
will fight ror the same cause, and eide by side.”:
These words were followed by a toast to the health
af the colonpel, and three checrs. The official Dzicx-
nil calla this banquet the manifestation of the sio-
cere fraternity which unites by indissoluble ties the
two great and brave armies of Prussia and Russia.

CATHOLICITY IN. NEW ZEALAND.
