jhe United Nations operates on a biennial fiscal period which begins on 
January 1 of every second year. At the thirty-second session in 1977 the 
General Assembly voted appropriations totaling $985.9 million (U.S. ) for the 
biennial fiscal period 1978-79. The anticipated income for the biennium, 
®part from member country contributions, is $174.1 million (U.S.). The 
General Assembly assessed member states $487.8 million (U.S.) for costs to be 
ïncurred during 1978.
