Mr. Boisvert proposed ta move in amendment thereto,-

RULING BY MR. SPEAKER

Mr. SPEAKER: The honourable Member moved an
amendment about which I have serious procedural
doubts. But before rullng on the matter, I am willing
ta hear the comments, recommendations or advice ai
my hanaurable coileagues of the House. Here la the
amendment:

That the main amendment be amended by deleting
the words after "1ta Your Excellency's advisers" and
substituting therefor the foilowing:
..did not introduce the social credit refarms required

to guarantee a minimum annual income to ail Cana-
dians, for instance the old age pension at 60.

The question before the House is therefore the fol-
lowing:

We respectfuliy affirm ta Yaur Exceflency that Your
Exceilency's advisers did not; introduce the social credit
reforms required ta, guarantee a minimum annual in-
come-

To my mind, this Is a new amendment and nat a sub-
amendment. As I said, I would be happy ta hear the
commenta af honourable Members ta help me decide
whether or not the proposed amendment is In order.

Mr. SPEAKER: In my opinion, there is no doubt framn a
procedural viewpaint that the hanourable Member's
amendment raises an entirely new matter. It does flot
attempt ta explain the substance ai the amendment
moved by the honourable Leader ai the Official Opposition
(Mr. Stanfleld) but rather ta substitute an entirely new
proposal.

The honourable Member's motion would have been in
order as a main motion and flot as a secondary motion
appended ta a motion already before the House. For this
reason, I regret to say to the honourable Member that
his motion is not in order as a sub-amendment.

Debate was resumed on the motion of Mr. Biais,
seconded by Mr. Blaker,-That the fallowing Address be
presented to His Excellency the Governor General af
Canada:
