in this couniry. The only method by which
it could be done-and it would not be at all
accurate-would be simply to guess at the
person's racial origin from his name, and I
do not think that would be a satisfactory
way to arrive at a matter of this kind. I
can only say that at the present moment the
department is net in a position to under-
take to procure the information in that
rough and ready way.
