On Monday the Secretary
of State for External Affairs indicated that he
was having discussions on this matter with
the minister from France. It is presumed
from his remarks that agreement was
reached. Would the minister indicate whether
the United States is the only country raising
objections at the present time to the estab-
lishment of geographic co-ordinates and base
lines as defined in Bill S-17?

Mr. Martin (Essex Easi): It would be inac-
curate to say that the United States was the
only country.
