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recommendations, federal-provincial co-opera-
tive action. At present an Official Languages
Bill is before Parliament. Additional proposals
were presented to the recent Constitutional
Conference and there have been and will be
meetings with the provinces to determine
effective ways of implementing bilingualism
programs across the country. Certain meas-
ures in this area can be taken by administra-
tive action within the compass of existing
legislation, as with the language training
program in the Public Service on which the
government has already embarked.

amounted to: 1964-65, $1,623,074.10; 1965-66,
$2,408,205.80; 1966-67, $2,097,770.79; 1967-68,
$3,799,904.18; 1968-69, $3,055,166.00 (esti-
mated).

2. The estimated amount for 1969-70 is
$1,813,878.

3. The Comprehensive Development Plan
for Prince Edward Island shows no funds to
be administered by the Department of Public
‘Works.

D.D.H. CONSTRUCTION PROGRAM

Question No. 1,627—Mr. Forrestalls

What was the original cost estimate including
all components of the present DDH Construction
Program and what is the present cost estimate
including all components and sea trials?

Mr. D. W. Groos (Parliamentary Secretary
to Minister of National Defence): The first
cost estimate for the D.D.H. Construction
Program which brought together all its com-
ponents was $170,240,000 in September, 1966.
The final estimated cost of the same program,
unchanged during the past year, is expected
to fall between $220,000,000 and $225,000,000.
