THE CANADIAN ECONOMY

REQUEST FOR COPIES OF SUBMISSIONS TO ECONOMIC
COUNCIL ON CANADA'S COMPETITION POLICY

Mr. David Orlikow (Winnipeg North) moved:
That an Order of the House do issue for copies of the nearly

forty submissions presented to the Economic Council of Canada
for its review of Canada's competition policy, as referred to in
the Council's report of July 1969 at page 4.

He said: Mr. Speaker, this country has had legislation
which was designed to prohibit or at least control the ill
effects of firms combining to avoid competition. The
legislation, now more than 50 years old, has been singu-
larly unsuccessful in achieving the purpose for which it
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
