The
government wanted to bring about energy self-sufficiency by
1990.

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There is pressure at the present time in the manufacturing
sectors in Quebec and Ontario. Why? Because there is a
downturn. The golden goose bas nearly been killed because
this Liberal government took its arrow, shot it and said, "We
want more; we are going to take it over".
