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'Hon. Mr. LANDRY-I have not seen the
Frenchi copy.

,Hon. 131. SOOTT-I presume thut for the
second reading there will be no diffculty lu
using the English edîtion.

Hou. Mm. LANDRY-The B3ill should be
printed lu both languages.

Hon. Mr. SCOTT-I presume my hon.
friend will flot takre that* objection.

Hon. -Mm. LÂNDRY-I certainly shall. 1
have frequently walved the objection for
the sake of harxnony.

Hon. Mr. iSCOTT-It Is the firat tine I
have known such an objection to be taken,
where superhuman efforts have been made
to advance the work. This Bill was print-
ed lu both nguages and distributed last
session, but was held over because It was
so voluminous. It was introduced this
session, and some few changes were made
ln the House of Commons. Lt necessarily
had to go through the French chunnel again
and be re-printed. The Bureau Is not
quite equal to ail the labour pressed on it
at the end of the session, and some allow-
ane must be mnade for the circûumstances.
You cannot have a double force towards
the close of the session wlthout very great-
ly Increasing the expense.

Hon. '.%r. LANDRY-I admit there la no
fauit on the part of the officiaIs of this
House, but we are face to face with a con-.
dition of affairs whlch I wish to see ended.
If they are not able lu the 'House of Com-
mous to translate and furnish us with the
Bis as they are sent to us, 1 'want, to fiud
'where the fault lies, and I shahl certainly
InsIst on my objection. We bave only me-
ceived no-% the copies lu French of the
journals of two years ugo. It la time this
delay was ut un end. 1 do not say there
la fouit on the part of the minister or the
goverument. but there la fault somnewhere,
and I waut to fiud where it la.

Hon. 31r. SCOTT-It la simply because
there la not staff enough. L t lsan question
of money. Surely we ought to exercîse a
little common seuse la dealing wlth a sub-
ject of this kiud. I amn happy'to recog-
nize the fact that the hon. gentleman, and
ahi of his nationality lu thîs House, can
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speak the two lauguages. In that respect
they have the advantage of us, and they
ought to be satlsfied from the national
standpolnt If -the Bill la. prlnted In French
later on. 'The hon, gentleman understands
Englisli as well as French, and, therefore,
lt is flot fair to block the publie business
of the country for an objection tbat is not
really worthy of the hon, gentleman slmply
because, towards the end of the session, It
becomes practically Impossible to keep Up
wlth the work unless you quadruple your
staff. The force is at work ail the time,
but tbey cannot keep up with the work at
this perlod. 0f course we can extend the
session another week and walt for the
translation If bon. gentlemen think that Is
best.

Hon. Sir MACKENZIE BOWELL-The
hon. gentleman tells us this Bill was print-
ed and circulated, last session-that is
twelve monthe ago. M! at have the offi-
claie beeil doing for twelve montbs that
they were flot able to bave the Bill laid
b.efore parliament untîl we had been lu
session six or seven months, and now they
ask us to suspend aIl the miles and. the
constitution itself lu order to enable them
to rush a Bill of 104 clauses thirough par-
liament iii about 104 minutes. That is
about our position.

Elon. 'Mr. SCOTT-The Bill was reprint-
ed this session with very voluminous. notes
explaining the changes that were made lu
the iaw as it stands.' There are verv volu-
minous notes for the information of every
one. 11, the House of Commons, there
were certain changes to wvhichi I shall be
very giad to call attention when the House
la in committee, so that bon. gentlemen
will be thoroughly seized of the amend-
meuts to the law as it lias exlsted ln past
years.

Hou. Mr. LOUGHEED-Can my hoit.
friend lay upon the table the information
when 1 oaiked for yesterday with reference
to the area that It is proposed to, throw
open to homestend pre-emption ?
