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the: provinces, my Government will under-
take a national fisheries development pro-
gram reflecting the outcome of the Federal-
Provincial Conference on Fisheries held last
month.

You will be asked to consider measures to
strengthen the position of periodicals pub-
lished in Canada.

A measure to provide for the redistribution
of electoral districts will be placed before you.

My Government intends to institute an
inquiry to advise on the best practicable way
to set enforceable limits to expenditures in
election campaigns.

A measure to establish an age of retirement
from the Senate will be placed before you.

You will be asked to consider amendments
to the Citizenship Act which will ensure full
equality of rights for all Canadian citizens
wherever they were born.

You will be asked to consider measures to
facilitate the reorganization of government
in the interests of more effective and more
efficient administration. In particular, a meas-
ure will be proposed to establish the Treasury
Board under the presidency of a separate
minister, who will devote his full attention
to the increasingly urgent problems of the
management of the public service and govern-
ment expenditures. The President of the
Treasury Board will be responsible for imple-
menting other recommendations of the Royal
Commission on Government Organization.

You will be asked to consider other legisl,-
tive proposais.

Members of the House of Commons,
You will be asked to appropriate the funds

required for the services and payments author-
ized by Parliament.

You will be asked to agree to the re-estab-
lishment of committees on defence and on the

procedures and orgahization of Parliament,
and to establish other special committees.

Honourable Members of the Senate,
Members of the House of Commons,

May Divine Providence guide you in
your deliberations.

The House of Commons withdrew.
His Excellency the Governor General was

pleased to retire.
The sitting of the Senate was resumed.
