At Vineland 
we were joined by Mr. Clement, who 
has charge of the Ontario Government 
Experimental Farm at Vineland. His 
business is to produce new varieties 
and make experiments that the com­
mercial grower cannot afford to spend 
the time nor money in making. The 
knowledge garnered by much hard 
work and watchful waiting is passed 
on to the growers for their profit- With 
the Ontario Government to assist the 
producer and the Dominion Government 
to protect the cousumer, the system, 
to an ordinary observer, seems per­
fect.

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FRENCH AVIATORS 
SINGLE OUT SUBS.

Official Report Shows Bird- 
men Are Busy in Many 

War Theatres.

GIVE AID IN EGYPT

Flyers Help to Defend 3uez 
Canal From Turk 

Attacks.

PARIS, Sept. 3.—The French min­
istry of marine gave out toiay a note 
outlining the operations of the naval 
aeroplane squadron' since the open­
ing of hostilities. “The marine avi­
ation service has made continual pro­
gress, showing marked development 
from day to day," the note says.

“It has operated not only in France, 
but In Egypt, where It assisted In the 
defence of the Suez Canal ; on the 
Syrian coast, where It aided effectively 
the blockade operations, and in the 
Adriatic, taking active part in ac­
tions In the Gulf of Trieste.

“In the north of France our aero­
planes keep watch over the shores 
and sea. Their particular objective 
has been destruction of the enemy’s 
submarines, also bombardment of the 
enemy’s commissary bases at Bruges, 
Zeebrugge, and Ostend, and appre­
hension or destruction of Zeppelins.

Recent Exploits-
"Last week, notwithstanding heavy 

artilery fire and the glare of rockets, 
our aviators dropped during the night 
more than three hundred 90-milimetre 
bombs on German naval bases along 
the Belgian coast, besides taking an 
effective part In the bombardment of 
Monthuist forest on Augus^ 25. All 
the machines returned, altho several 
of them were damaged severely.

"In Egypt and Syria and at Venice 
our hydro -aeroplanes have shown 
great activity. Engagements occur­
red recently with Austrian hydro­
aeroplanes, which were put to flight. 
One of -them was pursued as far as 
Pola by a French machine."

BRITISH TRANSPORT

Vague Report* Via Berlin, Says 
Loss of Life Was 

Heavy.

BERLIN, Sept- 3 (by wireless to 
Sayville). — “Telegrams from Sofia,” 
says the Overseas News Agency to­
day, “state that off the entrance to 
the Dardanelles a British transport 
struck a mine and sank with 320 offi­
cers, 1250 soldiers and 300 members 
of the crew, all of whom were drown­
ed Six hundred bodies were recov­
ered.”

The British -Government officially 
announce don August 17 that the 
British transport Royal Edward had 
been sunk on Saturday, August 11, in 
the Aegean Sea by a German sub­
marine. The number of troops on 
board was given as 1950, with 220 
officers and men off the crew, an-d it 
was stated that abimt 600 were saved.

In the absence, of a date for the sink­
ing of the transport reported thru 
Sofia, it is unceitain whether this re­
fers to the sinking of the Royal Ed­
ward or to the loss of another trans­
port by the British.

EXTRADITABLE CHARGES

Theft and Perjury to Be Included 
in List of Accusa­

tions.

WINNIPEG, Sept. 3.—The 
Press this afternoon states that ex­
traditable charges may be laid in the 
near future against Thomas Kelly, in 
connection with the parliament build­
ings affairs, and suggests theft, per­
jury and obtaining money by false 
pretences as charges most likely to 
be laid.

It is announced that work will be 
resumed on the Manitoba Parliament 
Buildings next Tuesday.
