WANTS LIBERAL ON

H. Hartley Déwart Suggests
Brig.-General Mitchell for
Membership.

H. Hartley Dewart, K.C., the On-
tario Liberal leader, considers that a
member of his party should be ap-
pointed to the Hydro-Electric Power
Commission in the event of the per-
sonel of the latter being  increased,
and has addressed the following let-
ter to Premier Drury on tae subject:
