Toronto & York Railway,

The Toronto and York Railway are |

meeting with unexpected difficulties in
their attempts to complete the building
of the road, from Scarboro Village, the
present . terminus, to the Highland
Creek, a distance of some 4 1-2 miles.
At a point where the G.T.R. crosses
the Kingston-road it was found neces-
sary to divert the line in order to ob-
tain the necessary grades. It was
here that the company met their first
real difficulty. The diversion crosses
the farm of John Richardson, ex-
M/L.A., and Mr. Richardson’s estimate
of the proposed damage to his propenty,
byoompariaonwithtb_atotthe_mﬂ-
way, shows a very substantial differ-,
ence. Mr. Richardson, it is understood,
demands the sum of $2500, with the
raflway willing to negotiate at a third
of the amount. With no power to
expropriate, the building of  the ex-
tension from Secarboro Village east
has been practically suspended, for
more than six months. A gentleman
in close touch ‘with the situation stat-
ed yesterday that the rallway would
never be extended furthér to the east
owing largely to the enormous cost of
spanning the Highland Creek and
Rouge Rivers. There are four miles
of it, said he, which ‘will cost $150,~
000. In view of the action of the leg-
islature, which is hostile to electric
roadways, there will be no new enter-
prises opened up.

Some -two miles of the road in Scar-
boro Junction remain, for, which no
charter has been obtained. In Picker-
ing and Whitby Townships the council
are said to have granted a charter for
the road, but rending action in the
legislature it is not known what course
will be taken.
