In reply, President Sise renewed the
offer of several years’' standing, to pay
the city $20,000 yearly for a five years’
exclusive contract, and said that a form
of contract would be at once sent in if
the city agreed to accept.

Lower Rates Wanted,

The mayor stated that he had writ-
ten to the president on. receipt of the
above, -asking if any concessions in
phone rates, or along any other line,
would be granted, and had been advis-
ed that this matter would be laid befors
the board of directors. The mayor was
instructed to again write Mr, Sise.

‘“There does not seem to be any in-
dependent company in sight wanting to
enter the city, and I think we should
constider good terms if offéred,” said the
mayor last night., “If a reduction in
the phone mates would be offered, it
would be a very strm:‘g inducement.”

It will be an excellent thing all
around if the knowledge of this fact
shall become general on the other side
of the border. A certain peevishness
of expression, not unmixed with a tend-
ency to dwell with unnecessary empha-
sis on the naval might of Great Britain
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men in Canada.
