They Favor a Preferential Tariff So Long as the Minimum Tarlff
Affords Adequate Protection to Canadian Industries—
' Say ?ment Increase Is Injurious.

An, Insolvency Act Needed—Kick at the C.P.R. Over Transcon-
. tinental Rates—Mr, Morang’s Report on the Recent Meeting
of the Chambers of Commerce—New Buildings Needed at

the Industrial Fair—Backed

* When the Canadlan Manufacturers’ Asso-
clation assembled In annual convention {i
the Temple Bullding yesterday morning,
there were fifty or sixty members present
to do business, Letters of regret were re-
eelved from 40 who weére unable to be
present, President J. F, Ellls made a model
Lhalrman’ in his conduct of the meeting;
and if certain public bodies in Toronto,
Which could be named, could only have
been present at the proceedings yesterday,
#nd taken an object lesson in procedure,
Which is badly needed, It would have been
10 the enormous advantage of a long-suf-
fering public,
Must Protect Canadian Industries.
The report of the Tarlf Committee was
ihe first business taken up, and was read
by George H. Hees. This document briefly
set forth the approbation of members of
\the a lation of res calculated to
increase trade between Canada and other
parts of the REmpire, and favored
& reasonable preference on goods
imported fromi Great Britain, but
only 80 long as the minimum tariff
: Wis high enough to afford adequate protiec-
tion to existing Canadian Industries.
Further, it declared that this increase in
the preference would injuriously affect cer-
tain lines of manufacture, and that, there.
fore, the Government should consider
means of ralsing the duty upen products
competing with these industries, The resolu-
tion further urged that the preference
*should not be allowed on goods coming
from Great Britain, unless the value of
Eritish labor In them was at jeast equal to
B0 per cent. of the total value, this, in
order to prevent foreign goods coming in
under the name of British manufactures,
These views were duly lald{elm‘e the
Govgrnment, but the committde regretted
to report that nothing has beea done, altho,
in many lines, relief could have been ob-
. talned by lowering the duties without In-
juring other Canadian industries. “The
tariff,”” sald Mr. Hees, in conclusion, *‘is
likely to remalin as it is for some years.”
W. K. McNaught pointed out that the
deputations which had walted upon the
Government had asked for adequate pro-
tection even agalnst Great Britaln, and

preferred that increased trade with Britain
should be at the expense of trade with the
United States, If it could not be done otehr-
wise, .

Samuel Coulson, a prominent iron manu-
facturer of Montreal, was satisfled with
the tariff, so far as protection was concern-
ed, but seemed to be alone In his views.
Never had the tarif given him as much

. satisfaction In the 40 years he had been
in business, as at present. TUnder the
former tariff, manufacturers of barbed wire
could not compete with manufacturers
from the United States. He thought, how-
ever, that some industries were-prdtected
out of proportion, and wou'd like to see
this rectified. '

Fight Will Be Continued,

Messrs. D. W. Karn of Woodstock and
P. W. Ellisg of Toronto deplored the fallure
of the deputation to lmpress the Govern-
ment, but advocated continued aggressive
tactics, in the hope of ultimate success.

J. A, Murray of the Toronto Carpet Co.
thought it was-the woollen men chiefly that
desired Increased protection. They repre-
sented $20,000,000 on the Ottawa deputa-
tion,

The report was adopted without amend.
ment.

The Parlimentary Committee, thru ¢, H.
Riches, reported that the amendment to
the Cupyrl‘ht Act which it had submitted
to the Government had been adopted.,

Insglvency Legislation,

The subject of insolvency legisliation was
next brought before the convention, in the
ghape of a resolution by W. J. McMurtry,
which, after reciting the difficulties experi-
enced by reason of diverse laws
in different Provinces, set forth *That
this assoclatlon urge its Executive Com-
mittee to bring every possible pressure to
bear upon the Dominlon Gevernment to
have enacted at the next session a general
Bankruptey Act, which will provide for the
speedy, equitable and economica] distri-
buthn of estates of Insolvent persons in
Canada.”

P. W, Ellis thought that with g mem-
bership of 2000, the assoclation would be
able to carry their views and have them
crystallized in the form of Tegislation.

In the oplnion of W. J, McMurtry, legisia-
tion of this character had failed in the past |

because of the hostility or indifference of |
members from rural districts, |

W. K. McNaught said that legislation |

would never be obtalned unless it wus '
broad enough to Include the farming, as |
well as commercial, e'ement,

The recommendations were adopted,and it
was further resolved that the Parliament-
ary Committee, or a committee appointed
for that purpose, be Instructed to prepare
a memorandum setting forth what chanzes
in the Patent Act are desirable to advance
the interests of the Inventors. manufac-
turers and people of Canada, so that the
same may be properly counsldered, endorsed
by the assoclation, and urged upon the
Government,

R. B. Menzles ed for the Member-
ship Committee, The year was begun with
a membership of 132, but additions had
come in go rapidly that the membership
was now 3842, Indrease of 210, This
rapld growth was considered to be due
largely to 5 resolution which obliged each
member to bring in one new member in the
year or deposit with the treasurer,

Trade and Industry,

The report of the Trade and Industry
Committee was submitted by J. P. Murray,
and referred to the good missionary work
being done In London, Hamliton, Ottawa
and Montreal, in getting new members, Di-
rect communication has 2lso been opened
with RBritish consuls in many countries,
from whom very satisfactory letters have
been recelved.  Representatives of large
rm‘chulu firms from Australia have vis-
ted the assoclation’s offices, and as a re-
sult many manufacturers have beén en-
abled to open export accounts, Information
of interest to buyers abroad s sought by
the committee. The report was adopted.

Messrs, John Bertram of Dundas and O.
G. Anderson of Woodstock spoke briefly
in n:lgpon of the formation of local
‘branches, and C. C. Ballentyne of Montreal
thought the Montreal Maunfacturers’ As-
soclation might easily be Induced to join
the Canadian Assoclation. He favired the
next meeting being held in Montreal.

Chairman After the C. P. R.

When the report of the Rallway ana
Transportation Committee was before the
convention, P, W. Ellis, in.a strong speecn,
handled the C.P.R. without gloyes for what
he termed their excessive and exorbitant
Tates across the continent, He - knew of
merchants In Vancouver, Victoria and the
west who purchased their s In the
United States and pald the duty, cheaper
than they could get them over the C.P.RH.

“Why,” sald he, "the ratlway companies
are becoming the absolute monarchs of thig
Dominion., hey are becoming the rulers
of the countr nstead of the Government,
and as a result the manufacturers and thru
them the consmmers are not getting their
rights. They have to pay rates out of all
proportion to the service rendered.” -

Rates Must Be Reduced,

The report urged united and gtrenucus
action on the papt of the manufacturers
of the country to have the rates reduced
within reasonable bounds, and on motion of
Mr. Ellis It was decided to memorialize the
Government upon this question and on the
matter of the development of the canals.

§ Athl o’clock the couvention adjourned for
unch,

At 230 p.m. carriages were In walting
to take the ladles to the Exhibition grounds,
A considerable number took advantage of
the Invitation to lunch there, and witness
the fireworks In the evening.

AFTERNOON SESSION,

—

At 2.30 President Ellls again called the
convention to order, and the business of the
afternoon was eded with.

The report of the Committee on Com-
mercial Intelligence was read by the sec-
retary, It noted considerable progress in
the Introduetion of reforms recommended
by the assoclation. One of the greatest
troubles which manufacturers have had to
contend with was the inadehuate informa-
tion contained in the monthly and other
trade returns issued by the Government.
The classification of the eXports and im-
ports from and to Canada was 80 meagre
as to be of little use. The association had
also urged the earlier publication by the
Government of the trade and mavigation
returns, which heretofore have grrived too
late in the year to be of much use, Uni-
form classification of the reports at Otta-
wa was also desired, Instead of classifica-
tion at the various ports of entry, which
precluded systematic arrangement. = Minaity,
suggestions as to simplifying ana
Improving the machinery of the
Census Bureau were made, The
committee was pleased to report.that all or
these recommendations had been acrepted
:Rld acll)?pted by theTglovernment ‘with con-

erable success, e report was adopted
without debate, s .

Mr. Morang’s Report.

Secretary Russell also read the report of
representative G. N. Morang to the fourth
congress of Chambers of Commerce of the
Empire in London in Jume. The central
feature of the discussion was the trade
question’ in  its financial, sentimental
and purely commercial aspects, Many reso.
lutions upon the subject were submitted,
but that of the Toronto Board ©of Trade
was, after debate, made the concrete basis
of discussion. As those present were doubt-
less aware, a deputation had been chosan
at the congress to walt upon Lord Bansbury
recommending the appointment of a royal
commisston to consider the possibilities of
hu:reanlpg trade relations between all parts
of the Empire. The Premier had, however,
refused to recelve the deputation on the
ground that the time was inopportune,

In concluston Mr. Morang urged unity ot
policy on the part of the colontes if they
were to accomplsh their end. Ditterences
must be reconciled and ret schemes aban-
doned if progress was to be made. Nuch
8 policy must be one of compromise ana
modification. Little unity of thought or
action was apparent at the last congress,
The report was adopted.

Get After the Industrial,

W. K. MeNaught read the report of the
r?[»r:-sonmtlvns to the 'I'oronto Industrial
Exhibition. In the opinion of the com-
mittee the exhibits could not he considered
fairly representative of (‘anadfan manufnc-
tures, and the reason was that the butld-
Ings both in design and accommodation, were
quite out of date and inadequate to meet
the requirements, 'T'he exceptions were
in the machinery bullding, which was
new, and the live stock stables, which were
as good as any on the continent, After
thoro consideration, Canadian manutactur-
ers had decided that {t would be better
to unite and make a first-clags exhihit at
the Dominion Exhibition here next year,
rather than make g geattered and meagre
exhibit at the Pap-American Exhibition at
Buffalo. 1In conclusion Mr, McNaught urged
all who really desired to see the Exhibition
a4 success to vote for the $100,000 bylaw
to be submitted In January next for the

The veport was adopted.
Technical Education,
R. Y. Ellis, a member of the 'l'echnical
School Board, presented the report of the
Committee on Technical Kdueatton, Techni-

| cal education, he 8.11, should be recozn:zed

It should tollow the
public gchool course, as the high school
course now does. It should provide for
day Instruction as well as night instrue-
and should educate both hamd and
head.

To Exhibit at Imperial Institute.

On motion of A. W..Thomas of Copp,
Clark & Co,, a resolution was passed ask-
ing .the Dominton Gave t to take
action towards advertising the advantages
to manufacturers of exhibiting at the Im-
perial Institute in London,

On motion of I'homas Koden it was de-
clded to make the procuring of imforma-
tion about the wants of foreign countries
and the ways of supplying them one of
the departments of the assoclation bureau.

It was decided to publish a new directory
of membership in different languages and
to issue the same broadeast to foreign
countries.

J. O. Thorn moved that the assoclation
appoint a represeéntative to attend the Buf-
fnf; Expoult&n and induce as many foreign
visitors as possible to come to Canada and
meet Canadian manufacturers, The motion
was carried.

To Exhibit at Glasgow. i

On motlon of Andrew Gunn, the associa-
tion expressed it as their opinion that Cana-
dian manufacturers should endeavor to
make a collective exhibit at the Glasgow
Exhibition next year, under the auspices of
the assoclation,

On motion of Henry J. Bird of Brace-
bridge, the assoclation placed Iitself on re-
cord as being heartily in favor of a x:eclpro-
eal preferentia] tariff within the KEmpire.
The passage of the resolution was signalz-
ed by the singing of the National Anthem.

J. 0. Thorn read a letter from George B.
Meadows, very strongly deprecating the
apologetic tome with which many Cana-
dians speak of thelr own country, its pro-
ducts and manufactures. This letter hits
the nall on the head, for if Canadians have
little confidence in their own country and
its products, hi can others have more?
An {llustration was cited of where a branch
bank in a small=town rejected a Canadian
tender for 75 job of ornamental work,
on the /ground that it could not be done in
Canaday’

Central Commercial Museum.

F. B. Fetherstonhaugh' introduced a Ye-
solution calling for the establishment of a
central commercial museum or museams,
where Canadian products may be collec-
tively displayed for the information of visi-
tors to the country, but it met with some
opposition, on the ground that it would
soon become obsolete, and the resolution
was withdrawn,

P. W. Ellls moved a resolution, deplor-
ing the tendency to educate men for the
professions at the expense of technical
and other practical pursults and concluding
with the recommendation that the execu-
tive of the assoclation be instructed to work
out some plan to intérest students of high-
er education more and more in the develop-
ment of the national resources of the coun-
try. The resolution was adopted.

The Dominion Exhibition,

‘J. P. Murray moved a resolution, confirm-
ing the request of last year, that the Dom-
inion Government be asked to make a grant
of $100,000 to defray advertising, freight
charges, prizes, etc., at the Dominion Ex-
hibitlon here next year. The resolution
was adopted.

A number of changes in the constitution
were then made, defining more detinitelv
the duties of commlittees, etc.

On motiow of P. W. Ellis, the selection of
the next place of meeting was left to the
executive, the choice to be made known at
}enlt two monthe before the annual meet.

UNITED STATES IS

NOW HAND IN

HAND WITH RUSSIAN DESIRES

Washington, Aug, 30.—The course of the
United States In the pending Chinese ne-
gotiations was made more clear to-day by
an important note, embodying a communi-
cation from Russia and advising the
powers of the action taken by this Fov-
ernment, The Russian note declared the
interdiction of Li Hurg Chang's comm ini-
cation with the Chinese Government was
“{nexplicable,” and asked that the Powers
direct thelr commanders to vacate the
order. The United Btates concurs with the
petition of Russia, and informs the Powers
that instractions have been sent to the Am-
erican representative in China in the spirit
of the Russian note. -

Russia Makes an Order,

Following is the officlal text of the com-
munication:

““Pelegram sent to the representatives of
the United States in Berlin, Vienna, Parils,
London, Rome, Toklo and St. Petersburg:

“Department of State, Washington, Aug.
24, 1000.—The following note was received
by us from the Charge of the Russian Gov-
ernment at this capital, Aug. 1T:

“‘I have just recelved a communication
from the Imperial Government informing
me of the resolution of the admirals of the
allled fleets, interdicting the Plenipoten-
tiary of the Chinese Government. LI Hung
Chang, from all communication with the
Chinese authorities in the event of his ar-
rival at Taku,

* “I'nis resolution being inexplicable, In
view of the fact that all Powers have re-
cognized the utility of admitting his (LI
Hung Chang) services in the event of the
negotiations for peace, and especially be-
cause it“would be impossible for him to
fulfil his wmission in the character of Pleal-
potentiary if this were done, it would be
desirable that the interested Governments
should give orders to countermand the
above-mentioned decisfon.'

U. 8. Backed Up Russia,

_ “Inquiry of Admiral Remey, commanding
our fleet at Taku, was first answered that
no such resolution had been adopted. He
now cables that ‘the admirals have agreed
to write the Dean of the Legations at
Pekin instructions, in case Li Hung Chang
should arrive at Taku, and, meantime, not
to allow him to communicate with Chinese
shore authorities. Remey dissented from
the Iast proposition.

We take the same view expressed In
the Russlan note. In the Interests of
peace and effective prekentation of Just
demands of all Powers against China, it
seems Important that the Chinese Pleni-
potentiary should be able to communicate,
both with his own Government and its
military commandant, whose action wiil be
necessary to any suspension of hostilities,
as required in my telegram to you of 22nd.
Chinese Minister here is without power or
advices. Li Hung Chang Is, prima facle,
authorized by Imperial decree to negotiate,
and Is the only representative of respon-
sible authority now in China, so far as we

Must Bow to the Powers,

The State Department has despatched its
Instruction to the United States diplomatic
representatives abroad, in conformity with
the decislon reached yesterday by the
Cabinet,upon the Russian proposa] to with-
draw the troops in Pekin, In order to allow
the Empress-Dowager and Emperor Kwang
Tsu to return to the capital to Institute
negotiations for a settlement with the
powers. All of these steps are matters of
common agreement, so it was not possible
for two of the nations concerned, Russia
and the United States, to make agreements
bétween themselves, at this stage at least,
as it 1s necessary to advise each of the
Governments represented in China of ‘he
various propositions as they are broached.
Yankee Troops to Be Withdrawn.

The instructions sent to the United States
representatives recall to their minds the
conditions which thé American Government
already has lald down as the proper bas's
for the institution of megotiations for an
amicable settlement, Some of these condl-
tions have been met. The International
column is in Pekin, and the foreigners in
that capital are safe for the time belag.
The remainder of the conditions, viz., those
looking to the future protection of Amerl-
can interests, are yet to be complied with.
It arrangements can be made for their ac-
ceptance, under proper guarantee, for the
performance, the United States Govern-
ment will withdraw its troops from Pekin,
to facilitate the negotiations for peace, and
this assurance has been given to the Rus-
slan Government, along with the others.

Has Russia Any Leverage?

It is possible that the Russian Govern-
ment has some private means of knowing
that the Empress-Dowager stands ready to
return to Pekin upon the withdrayal of the
foreign troops from that ‘capital. If so,
the Russian Government also must be able
to extort from the Empress-Dowager, or
whatever remains of the Uhinese Govern-
ment, some sort of undertaking which can
be accepted by the United States as suf-
ficlent to show that the Chinese Govern-
ment will enter upoﬂ negotiations upon the
described basis as soon as it returns to
Pekin. By the despatch of to-day’s mnote,
the United States Government has, for the
time being, placed the respousibility for
the next step upon the Russian Govern.

T'he whole village
was en fete, and many an old boy feit young
agaln to see the assyelations of his child-
hood so fittingly speaking to him and wel-
coming him back to his alma mater, Up-
wards of 800 éx-puplls registered at the
High School, and formed themselves Into
the Weston h School ex-Pupils’ Associa-
tlon, with the following officers: Presidelt,
William Grubbe; vice-president, Miss kKdit
Curzon of the School of Practical Science,
Toronto; secretary, H. . Royal; treasurer,
J. B. Clarke; historfan, T. K. Elljott; audit-
tors, D. F. Maguire and I G. Watson.
Among the ex-puplls presemt were: County
Oounclllors R. J. Gibson and John Gard-
house, Hom. N. Clarke Wallace; Rev. W.
G. atson, W. A. Parsons Rev, W. ¥.
Wilson, Dr. T. Kalser, Oshawa; Dr. Bull,
Dr. King and George Goulding, whilst let-
ters of regret were recelved fromy Benator
Lougheed, Inspector Hodgson, Rev. J. Sum-
merville, Rev. Mungo Frazer, W. R. Wads-
worth, manager Bank of ‘I'oronto; Benja-
min Kent of Ambrose Kent & Son; Alex
Steele, Chester Ferrier, principal of the
Industrial S8chool at Mimico; Alex McClus-
kile, mmayor of Thorold, and others, At 1
o'clock a procession, headed by the Weston
Band, marched to WBagle’s Grove on the
banks of the Humber, where addresses of
welcome were given by Jacob Bull and Dr.
Chariton.  In reply, T. B. Elliott, principal
of the school, spoke as an ex-pupll, and as
a citisen, and gave a resume of the school’s
history, which dates back to 1857, the first
in the county of York. "T'wenty-five years
after its erection it was burned down, and
the present bullding erected im its place.
Under John Logan, Summerville, Hudson
and Wallace the world of science, litera-
ture, evangelization and law had been en-
tiched by puplls from the school, and to-
day six schools are presided over by teach-
ers who were Old Boys; one s a school
inspector, and there are many ministers,
lawyers and pedagogs innumerable. Hon,
N. Clarke Wallace, a student of 1863, looked
back with pride upon the record of the
school and t?:e many men who have achiev-
ed success in the world who pecelved thelr
learning within its precincts. His year,
he thought, was a ministers’ year for he
remembered Rev, C. Taylor, Church of Kng-
land; Rev. W. Johnston and Rev, J. Stone-
house, Methodists, and Revs, J. Summer-
ville, J. Mitchell and Hugh Currie, who
graduated with him and afterwards entere1
the Presbyterian Church. The moral Infiu-
ence of the scliool had always been for
good, and, while s bellever In education,
he would soomer have his boys truth-telling.
