of living during that period. The cost
of living statistics prepared by the de-
partment of labor, indicates a substan-
tial decrease in the family budget to-
day over that obtaining a year ago.
Notwithstanding this fact, we are pre-
pared to maintain the rate of 90 cents
Per hour until the first day of June,
1921, when this rate shall be revised
and increased or decreased in accord-
ance to the cost of living statistics
prepared by the department of labor at
that time. A further revision will also
be made on the first day of October,
1921, in¢proportion to the last index
figures available from the department
of labor. This agreement, we consider,
eminently a . fair one, in view of the
fact that it provides—notwithstanding
the marked decrease in living expenses
over last year—to continue last year's
wage rate until the first day of June,
1921, thereby giving the men all the
benefits of this decrease in living costs
and the same rate of wages until June
1st of this year. _ ’
Unpleasant Surprise.

As some of the mwen were figuring
on getting an increase instead of a de-
crease in wages, the intimation from
the Builders’ Exchange that wages may
cut on June 1, comes as something in
the nature of a bombshell to the car-
beuiers, and drastic action may follow.
It had been hoped by some that as
high a rate as $1.10 an hour would be
obtainable ‘this seasbn, and generally
thought that at least $1 an hour would
prevail, -

shipbuilders' and they were later
followed on the same issue by union-
ized patternmakers and machinists.

The attempt to ferce the wages of
painters down frem 76¢c an hour to
88¢c an hour marked the first wage
reduction issue to face the building
trades, which are very strongly or-
ganized, and where a fight to a fin-
igh is about to be waged. Bricklay-
ers, carpenters and kindred building
trades recognize the fight of the
painters ax one -directly affecting
them and they are determined to
etand together on the issue involved.

Appoint Sub-Committee.

At yesterday’s meeting of the gxe-

Asgociation notified that thay were

WOMEN JURORS IN
* DIVORCE COURT

Strong Sentiment Is Growing
for Repeal of Sex Dis-
qualification Act.

London, Feb. 186.—The first experi-
ence of women jurors in the divorce
court in a particularly unsavory case
here, has caused much controversy and
protest. As a result many people are
cailing for an immediate repeal of the
women’s act in respect of this phase of
their duties of citizenship, and a lead-

ing counsel engaged in the suit has ef-
fectively shown the embarrassments to
advocates that must. inevitably be en-
countered in a certain class of action
before mixed juries. ‘One of the wom-
en jurors said that she hoped the act
would be repealed. Other represent-
ative women have seen in the sugges-
tion that women jurors hould Dbe
barred a threat to the emp pyment of
women in. various other ¢ivic func-
tions. They are not willing that any
door once opened should be closed.
On the other hand, it is easy to talk
of repealing the act, but difficult to do
it. Women became liable for service
on juries on the passing of the sex
disqualification (removal) act, which
with specified exceptions, admitted
them to the civic rights and duties
hitherto confined to men. If legisla-
tion weré contemplated which would
have ‘the effect of relieving women
from jury service its scope would log-
ically have to extend also their ser-
vice as magistrates. Many of the wom-
en who think that the ordeal of service
in a divorce court is one, that the
women should be spared, would think
that the price of their exemption was
too high if it meant that the women
magistrates must also go, 1 !

THOUSANDS OF CHINESE
PERISH IN OPEN FIELD

They Waited for the Food Which
Never Came.

New York, Feb. 16—Thirty thou-
sand Chingse gathered on a great
. 'bare fields-outside Tientsin, China,
‘waited patiently for food whichnever
arrived and then slowly died 'there,
E. S. Glines, American engineer, re-
ported wup his arrival hera- after
passing si¥ months in the famine
stricken areas of North China.

The condition-of the starving hordes
was so pitiful, Mr. Glines said, that
he “did not have the heart to take
photographs «of such misery.” He
said that the crowd at Tientsin had
gathered because they believed food
wouid reach them there more quickly
than in the country. Along?a road-
sidz near the field, he told of seeing
the bodies of a whole family—¢ather,
mother and five children—each a few
yards apart, where they had dropped
and Jdied.

Canadian Live Stock Industrg
+ Will Double, Says Dr,
af i Aymot.

During a discussion of the veterin
ary practice act, which has been in
foree in Ontario only since January of
this year, a heated argument featureq
the afternoon session of the Ontarip
Veterinary Association winter meeting
yesterday. Several of the younger
members of the association tcok ex-
ception to the way tha act was being
utilized by members of the profession
who were not graduates of the Ontario
Vetérinary College. The contention of
some of the younger men was that
many praetitioners jn the province
were committing pefjury as to their
qualifications for practicing.

Dr. C.. D. McGilvray, V.S., M.D.V,,

rincipal of the college, cautioned the
giuehnng members that it woud be
better to leave the discussion open
and be satisfied with the act, or the
goverment might repeal it altogether,
As the act stands it is doing a lot o
good, he contended.

" Members Must Be Graduates,

A resolution to receive all practicing
veterinary surgeons 'into the associa«
tion was flatly turned down. Memberd
must be graduates of the college and
voted into the association, it was de-
cided. :
