Provided that when any cargo of sugar for refining purposes is found to grade in part, 

above No. 14 Dutch Standard in color, such part to the extent of not exceeding 15 
per cent, of tbe whole cargo may be admitted to entry by polariscope test.

Provided that molasses, when imported for or received into any Refinery or Sugar Fac­
tory, or to be used for any other purpose than actual consumption, shall be subject to, 
and there shall be levied and collected thereon, an additional duty of 5 cents per 
Imp. Gall.

Provided that the change in. the rates of duty on sugars and molasses shall apply only 
to importations arriving in Canada on and after the 31st day of March, 188b", aud not 
to such articles warehoused previous to that date.
