London, Aug. 24—A wave of pessim-
ism is sweeping over Germany in regard
to the war and its outcome, shown clear-
ly by comments in Berlin newspapers
which have reached here. Not only is
the Pope’s peace .move generally regard-
ed as a fuilure, but the depression of ty-
pheid fever, dysentery and other com-
plaints attributable to insufficient and
bad food, which is breaking out in all
parts of the Empire. It is no longer pos-
sible to conceal this, despite the utmost
efforts of the government.

Basle and Zurich, in Switzerland, re-
port that full confirmation has been re-
ceived of a serious outbreak of typhoid
and dysentery in numerous German cit-
ies, particularly in Cologne, Carlsruhe,
Mannheim and Mulhouse, where the dis-
eases have become epidemic, children
and under-fed adults being the first and
most numerous victims.
