I was always more or less
fond of scribbling, though, and had a lit-
tle volume of verse published when 1 was
fifteen. - ‘

Miss Lindsay-Russell is a good-looking
girl with masses of reddish-brown hair and
a resolute Tawe. Her visit to London, by
the way, was a sort of investment, and
when she arrived she was not absolutely
rolling i “waealth, but since her arrival
she emphatically has done well. Working
