TORIES IN DESPAIR

Bonar Law in Gloomy Message
to The Primrose League

Curzon Equally Pessimistic--Government
Could be Returned to Power at Any
Time by Increased Majority--lmport-
ant Matters of the Hour in England

(Times' Special Cable)

Londgn, May 3—English toryism is in
a despairing mood. This was echoed yes-
terday. at the annual meeting of the
Primrose League in Albert Hall, when
Bonar Law wrote:—

“REvery principle which the League has
been formed to promote is now in danger.
The constitution has been destroyed. The
church ig threatened, and the integrity of
the United Kingdom is again imperilled.”

Lord Curzon, who presided, was equally
pessimistic, saying that they were drift-
ing nearer and nearer the cataract every
day. A few months hence, perhaps a
few weeks hence, the thunders of the cat-
aract would probably be heard unless
they stopped. There would be civil war in
Ireland.

The Suffragettes

The government's campaign against the
miiltants is being met by the women’with
defiance. They have ignored the gov-
ernment announcement of suppression of
their paper, The Suffragette, and yester-
day while the printer of the paper was
being tried in Bow Street station, mother-
ly-faced women outside “were offering it
for eale at the entrance of 'the court, in
the immediate presence of the police. The
newspaper owner formally protests this
morning against the government counsel’s
assumption that the authorities have &
right to extinguish a valuable newspaper
property because some issues of it contain
matter to which the authorities object.

1t i evident that the government by
the line taken by their prosecuting coun-
gel have raised questions of tremendous
constitutional importance, which will -be
fought legally to the utmost, and which
will necessarily Taise against the authori-
ties powerful influences which have mno
sympathy with militant methods. ,

Yesterday afternoon . the suffragettes
triumphantly re-entered their headquarters

and raised their flag afresh, the police
having finished their search through the
premises. Tn answer to the declaration on
behalf ‘of the authorities that subscribers
to militant funds may from now find
themselves liable to prosecution for con-
spiracy, various well known pebple have
formally sent subscriptions to the Women’s
Union and have simultaneously forwarded
copies of their letters to the magistrates
inviting action. ;

The parliamentary debate om the wo-
men’s bill on Wednesday is being keenly
anticipated, and a close division is expect-
ed. Dickinson’s bill would enfranchise
women-householders and wives of male
householders, six millions in all. :

The second reading of the plural voting
bill this week probably comes too late to
ensure passage of the bill through the
present parliament over the veto of the
lords. :

Liberal organizers are now satigfied, how-
ever, that even with the existing electoral
anomalies the government could appeal to
the country at any time with confidence
of an increased majority.

FVERY DAY OF DELAY MAKES
PEACE QUTLOOK BRIGHTER

(Canadian Press)

London, May 3—Austria has not yet
moved against Montenegro, and in Vienna
it is believed that she will not do so un-
til after Monday’s conference of .the am-
bassadors in London. Instead of the
crown council, which was to have met in
Vienna, there was a meeting of the prin-
cipal ministers at the close of which it
was said that tha situation was un-
changed.  Every day’s delay brings a bet-
ter chance of the difficulties being ar-
ranged, and European feeling, except in
Vienna, is becoming almost optimistic.

A 'despateh to the Chronicle from Vienna
says a report has reached that city from
Avlona that the troope of the provisional
government has surrendered to the army
of the Turkish general, Djavid Pasha. It
adds that the members of the provisional
government fled or were arrested and
courtmartialled and that Djavid Pasha
had appointed Colonel Shehab, former
commander at Stamboul, as prefect of
Avlona.

The Vienna correspondent of the Times
says he hears that the ministerial council
has decided that military action against
Montenegro shall begin Tuesday. He adds
that he has been unable to verify the
statement.

Paris, May 3—Telegraphing from Cet- |

tinje, the correspondent of the Temps
says that King Nicholas declares Monte-
negro will be beaten if Austria attacks
her. “But the victory will be a terribly
costly ome.” The -corresponaent quotes
the king as saying:—“It will cost Aus-
tria dearer than Algeria cost France, than
the Caucasus cost Russia or the Trans-
vaal cost Great Britain.”

London, May 8 — The Vienna corres:
pondent of the Daily Telegraph says he
learns that Austria and Italy have arriv-
ed at an agreement for eventual parallel
action with a view to the pacification of
Albania, where the state of anarchy is
continually growing worse.

Frankfort, Ont., May 3—Germany and
Russia will not regard Austrian or Aus-
tro-Italian intervention in Albania as a
cause for war, according to a despatch
from St. Petersburg to the Frankfort Gaz-
ette. The Russian government will prob-
ably, however, demand declarations from
both the Austrian and Italian govern-
ments that their occupation of Albanian
territory is not intended to become perma-
nent and a refusal of such declaration by
those governments would have a bad ef-
fect on the situation.

be spread about in our backyards, it
would constitute real dirt, offensive, ani
dangerous to health. .

Many other things, harmless in them-
selves when in use, becomes dangerouv-
when .thrown out into yards.and vacan:
lots and exposed ‘to” the rain, sun au:!
moisture of the ground.

0ld bedding, such as matiresses and
so forth, will rot and ferment and harbo:
disease-germs, when so abandoned. Tin
cans, when thrown out, will become par-
tially filled with water, and this water
soon becomes exceedingly foul and a dau-
gerous poison. . As the hot, dry weather
comes on, small particles from all of thesc
things become mixed with the air and
blown about; and are almost sure to con-
taminate the food we eat.

As so often expressed in these notes,
this poisoning of the food, milk expecial-
ly, may not prove so serious to grown-

up people, but it is really deadly to little

children.

For the Children’s Sake

Two years ago, in August, nearly one-
half of all who died in that month in tL@
city were children under five, many oi
who owed their death to this very thing.
If the yards and vacant spaces in the city
could all be thoroughly cleaned and kept
clean, cven so short a time as omne year,
would show a substantial decrease in-in-
fant mortality. :

The life of an infant is, in one sense.
of more value to the state than that of
a middle-aged person. The latter has al-
ready spent half his time and more than
half his energy, while the infant is en-
dowed with the possibility, even a fair
probability of full fifty years’ of useful
service to his fellow-citizens, .once he
passes: safely over his first fiive years

This generous offer of the city authori-
ties to cart away, without expense, all re-
fuse and garbage offered them in barrels
or other containers, on May 15, should
be universally taken advantage of.

The writer of these notes would again
try to emphasize the importance of keep-
ing all garbage, and especially stable-man-
ure in fly-tight receptacles,
by water-tight covers from the rain. The
contents should be taken away at frequent
intervals, and any that may be spilled
ahout in the operation should be careful-
ly raked up and removed with the rest.
