Mr. D. McNicol edid ‘yesterday that
the Canadian Pacifi¢” Railway Company,
in view of the fac§ that St. John is a
growing city, desires_to: have :more room
for the expansioh’ of its business here.
.Mr. McNicol's statement is _significant.
1t is an indication that, in .the opinion
of the able men who control the great
railway, the city of St. John is destined
to enjoy a large growth, The Grand
Trunk Pacific, will, ere -very long, con-
struct terminals at the head of Courtemay
Bay. Sooner or later, it is believed that
the Canadian Northern will also find a
terminus at Courtenay Bay.

The date of the nett‘census for mortal-
ity, disability and compensation is June 1
of next year, which is|the same as the
date for populatmn it i*» a record for one
year, and gives the infqrmation concern-
ing all persons to whomj the sc hedule re-
lates for the year counting to the hour of
midnight of May 31, 1911

Personal descnptlon of wvery person who
has died in the year, or guffered disability
by accident or sickness apnd has received
compensation therefor is irequired in the
schedule, and for more complete identifica-
tign reference is made te his family or
household in the first schédule.

The name and sex of eawh person, and
whether single, married, witfowed, divorced
or legally separated, togellmx \\1th the
month of birth, the year oil birth, the age
at last birthday and the cauntry or place
of birth are required undg pthonal de-
scription. His or her racial or tribal orig-
in, religion and profession, occeupation or
lldde, will also be recorded finder the gen-
eral heading , of perﬁonal descriptign,
whether the refereme is to persons who
have died within the year $or to persons
who have been disabled witldn the year by
aceident or sickness, and toi persons who
have sustained loss of time| and earnings
and to allowance or compenisation for loss
of life or time.

Under the heading of mogi ality records
will be entered showing tije month of
death in the census year, te disease or
cause of death as deseribed bs the Bertil-
lon nomenclature, the place of° death if it
occurred away from home, apd the name
and address of the attending *physician.
