FrepericroN, March 27.—Just before
the adjournment, Hop. Mr. Rit¢hie arose
to a question of privilege. He wished to
call the attention of the house toan
article which appeared in the St. John
Gazerre of this day, reflecting upon him.
It was the first time since he wasa
member of the government that he had
found it necessary to seek such a privi-
lege. The remark that he was about to
make in reference to one portion of the
Gazerre's article would apply to the
whole article. He had reason to suspect
that the information upon which the
article was based had been furnished by
some one mnot friendly to himself. Not
only were the statements made not
friendly, but they were not correct. The
article among other things said
“The solicitor general sneaked away
and refused to attend the meeting of St.
John members held on Monday night at
the instance of a few public spirited citi-
zens of St John who had gone to Freder-
icton to see that this city’s interests were
properly looked after, but Mr. Blair in-
sisted upon his attendance, and Mr.
Ritchie, with bad grace, was obliged to
come into the meeting.”
There was no trath at all in the state-
ment, except the fact that he was at the
meeting |referred to, and the same re-
mark would apply to all other parts of
the article. .

The Daily News commenting on the
death of John Bright says, “We doubt
whether any other Englishman ever shot
the arrow of eloquence higher. We
could have wished that he had tothe end
abided with his own people. But we
have no thoughs of blame for any
part of that great career.
The whole civilized world laments him,
All freemen who have rightly struggled
to be free will lay laurel wreaths upon
his grave.”
The Daily Telegraph says, “His in-
fluence will long survive him. The
Chrysostom,the golden mouth of modern
debate is silent except by memory and
record.”’
The Times says; ‘The impression which
Bright has left on the history of his time
was produced more by his moral than
his intellectual qualities. He was in
our opinion often in the wrong and not
seldom unjust to those from whom he dif-
fered, but his manly independence a
strong sense of conscientious obligation
will not soon be forgotten even by his
opponents.’
