‘The wealth of
follage that greets the eye whenever
cne t.oxes one's walks abroad in the
t¢lard is wonderfa!, and nothing can
be “imarined morce heautifu! than the
vast plantations of sugav cane ov of
banana rrees that ranze themselves on
eithe» sidy or the line, unless indeed it
be ™: fantastic glimpsas of forest.
the exquisite park-like glades that flash
kaleidesccpe-like past the window; and
then one catches a gleam of sunlit wa-
ter, and far berexthh onc discerns a
sulphur-biue river: creepihg through a
dream-lihe forest, or a distent sea-hor-
izon with a juable of white-foamed
surf upon a silver beach, and arrows
of sunlight pierce the thick foliage and
fall in golden splotches upon
grcen grass cor great masses of hot-
hou.is flowers.

On one morning you
may visit the wonderful haunted Blue
Hole, in the watery depths of which
dwells a mysterious ghost or “duppy,”
as the awestruck natives term it; on
another day you may take the long
and beautiful drive to Montego Bay,
and here in the“‘Doctor‘s Cave” you
may bathe in the warm, translucent
waves of the Carribean Sea.

One thing is certain from the cool
early morning when you take your
early tea as the dawn breaks-over the
lovely mountains and the first arrow
of sunlight falls upon.the clashing

burning day until the sun sinks in a
! hlaze of glory behind the amphithea-
tre of mountains, you will never be
bored for a single moment. Jamaica is
full of romantic possibilities.
