Sir
Charies was on this conference. The
Fr.glish financial a2utherities of the
gevernment were there, and Mr. Jen-
kins, the imperial draughtsman, was
present tc emkody the results in a
Will. The measure was framed. The
meitter world have been brought to'a
conclusion then but for the disastrous
finurwcial crash in  Australia. This
event discredited colonial securlties,
and the arrangement stood over until
better times sheuld come ‘o the south-
ern colcnies. What has happenc¢d now
is in the regular course of events, ahd
Mr. Fielding was simply in this mat-
ter, as in many others, reaping where
his predeccssors had sown. Certainly
don than it was four yzars age, for
feur or five pecints lower than . they
were in 1896, and lower than they were
when &ir Richard Cariwright was
wadling tc the London Economist ar-
ticles calculated and intended to injure
the frercial standing of this country.

In ciker matters, according to Dr.

Under the Mackenzie
goverrment the department of agri-
culiure rerformed no experiment, did
nothirg to ohtain markets, and .was
utterly ueeiess te the farmer. The
late gcvernment established the ex-
perimental farm aad the cutside sta-
ticns. It established seed testing and
distribution, the testing of manures,
experimenting in stcck and creps, the
culivation of English markets, the
education of the English trader as to
Canadian goods, the gransportation of
form prcduce, the instruction of the
people in the cheese and butter in-
dusiry, the establishment.of creamer-
jes amnd cheese facteries in  places
vhere that industry had no foothold,
end provision for  cold sterage  in
trains 2nd on ship board.

All these things WMr. Fisher found
when he came in. He found an effi-
cient staff amd had sense enough to
retain it. H:= fomnd Prof., Roberison
and was not such a fool as to refuse to
be guided by him. Dr. Montague went
¢n quoting Mr. Fisher’s reports to
show how he had simply gone.on in
the same lines.

Mcntague quoted Sir Wilfrid’s -words
a few yezrs agc, when he said “Eng-
land lccks afiler herself, and expects
us to de the same.” She will respect
us more if we lcok after number one.
Sentiment is sentiment, and business
is business.” This is the language
used by Sir Wilfrid to defend dis-
crimination abainst England. Surely
we Ay use it in defending a fair mu-
tual arrangement fcr. the benedlit of
both ccuntries. Britain never asked
us to give them a preference for noth-
irg. She knew we had a task of our
cwn to build up a nation here on this
continent, in time of peace to b2 an
honor to the empire, in time of war to
te a tower cf strength.

Mr. Charlton says hat a man with
half a brain would know that Cham-
berlain never offered Canada a chamnce
to get @ preference.  But Sir Wilfrid
Lourier quoied in TLondon, Ontario,
Cramberlain’s own words tc show
thst he had cffered us a chance and
Dr. Mcntague would like to know what
fraction of a Lkrain Mr. Chamberlain’s
lezder possesses. Eut the fact is that
Lavrier and Charlton and Cartwright
ere Tov trying to mislead the English
reople, as they fecrmerly tried to de-
luGe the pecple of the Vnited States.
They dried to make our neighbors
thirk that they could coerce us into
the ltss of cur independence. 'They
now itry 1o make the English people
believe that we dc not want any bet-
ter terms in the English market than
are given to the United States.

The Chinese question we have always
with uvs. Yesterday it came up on 2
mdien to eamend a bill to charter a
railwsy company 'in British Colambia.
The railway ccmpany is the Dunsmuir
family; who own 4 large part of every-
thing on Vamcouver Island and who,
according 1o Mr. McInnis, hiave done
more to degrade labor than anyoue else
or the Peeific coast. Mr. Mclnnis is
not supperted by the Dunsmuirs and
his views ere probably aifected by that
fact. 'The Dunsmuirs probabdly think
that thkeir dabor wculd be still more
degraded’ if it were used to assast Mr.
MecInnis to errive at the  house of
commuons. The Dungmuirs own the
great ooal minee con the: Island, the
reflways connecting them with Van-
couver ond Nanaimo, and also the
steamers between Nanaimo and Van-
couver. Whey want - to build more
rallways and Mr. Merrison of New
Westnrinster, though a. grit, is not un-
willing to give them a chance. Not so
Mr. McInnis, who interposad objec-
tions at en early stage of this bill and
sprung the anti-Chinese motion at the
end of it.

Mr. Morrison does not understand
why his fellow grit from Namaimo is
more anxious ‘to shut out . Chinese
labor from this particular vailway
than from some others. Mr. MeInnis
says that he would have opposed it in
all cases had the other companies
come to Ottawa for a charter. 'The
British Columbia. provincial charters
contain provisions against Chinese
labor. It is a lharmiess clause, seeing
that the bills aré disallowed as uncon-
stitutional.

In this case Mr. MclInnis pushed the
motion to a vote and suceeeded in ob-
taining a good deal of support. There
is_a stroang feeling ‘n the house that
the employment of ‘Chinese in large
jndustries is not in the interests of the
country and tend to degrade self-re-
specting labor. Ft is impossible for
other men to compete with Chinese
labor, for no ‘Canadian can live on the
wages on which a Chinaman can save
money. 'Sir Wlfrid promises later in
the session tio ing in a measure to
further restrict Chinese immigration
and asks that the matter stand as it
is in the meantime. But as Sir Wil-
frid promised the people of Vancouver
four years ago to carry out their
wishes in prohibiting Chinese immi-
gration, some doubts arise as to ‘the
virtue of his promise. At all events 21
members out of 74 in the house voted
for the McInnis amendment; five of
these were lberals and sixteen con-
servatives, but scarcely any on either
cide were men in the front benches,
who are charged or have been charged
with the responsibility of leadership.

We usad o hear in other days about
ithe reptile press, and the public ac-
counts committee is now struggling
with the emoluments and gains of the
newspapers suppornting fthe govern-
ment. ‘That lively journal, the Mont-
real Herald, a great friend of Mr.
Marte’s and said to be largely owned
by omne or twio dominion ministers, was
the largadt participant last year in the
spoils of office. It does not appear to
have been as well paid as it desired to
e, for the Queen’s printer cut down
its Dbill for Intercolonial printing by
ten, twenty and thinty per eent. One
of the odditizs of the situation is the
appearance of Sonervile of Brant as
an advocate of larger prices. Mr.
Somerville is a printer, and it used to
be his business when his party was in
opposition to hunt down the tory press
flor over charging. Yesterday he pro-
tested against the action of the Queen’s
printer in cutting down the bills of
the Montreal Herald and declared
that the prices he allowed were alto-
gether too small. Dr. Dawson could
not agree with this proposition, and
testified that the bills as allowed were
quite correct and that the original
charge was excessive.” The matter of
the $700 charge for a one page adver-
tisement is still under examination.

Sir Aldolphe Caron showed that in

Some weeks ago Mr. Heyd of Brant
made a speech on Russell’s preferem-
tial trade amendment.

It
describad his. speech as one of the
finest in the debate, and stated that
he was not inferior to Mr. Foster in
the discussion of itrade questions.
Somebody sent Mr. Heyd the paper
and the resalt was @ three Thour
speech  yesterday, a large part of
which was devoted to criticising the
statistics given by Mr. Foster and
Dr. Montague. Mr. Foster in ex-
plaining the imports, discussed the in-
creased scale of prices and made a
caleulation to ascertain how much was
due to this advance. He took Brad-
streets chart and, finding the prices of
1820, averaged at 106, while those of
1896 were averaged at 72, he made
his calculation to show what the
value of the goods imported in 1896
would have been at the prices of 1890,
and also of the prices of 1899. It was
a, perfectly scientific calculation, and
so far as the writer can see by going
over it again after Mr. Heyd’'s criti-
cism, it was perfectly correct, except
for one carcless expression ‘which
may have been a slip in Speaking, or
may have been a mistake in Han-
sard, but which did not affect the re-
sult. Instead of < saying that the
prices of 1890 were 47 per cent higher
than those of 1895, Mr. Foster is re-
ported to. .have said, that the' prices
of 1895 were 47 per cent lower than
those of 1890, which is not guite the
same thing.' | Mr. Heyd claimed that
he should have said they were 32 per
cent lower. But in applying the per-
centagas to the actual trade, Mr. Fos-
ter used! the correct figure, so that
there was no error in his conclusions.
Yet Mr. Heyd labored diligently over
thiis verbal error, and tried to con-
vince the house it affected the con-
clusion.

Having devoted much time to this
frivolous business, Mr. Heyd started
after Dr. Montague and accused him
of mis-quoting statistics in regard to
faflures, in regard to the im-
ports and exports of settlers’ “ef-
fects, and other matters.
