English - Yachtsman Declares
That Unless the Yankees
Play the Part of Sportsmen
Interest in Cup Will Die Out

New York, N, X, Qct. 1.—Joseph
Garretson, mana; ditor of the
Cincinnati  Times-S&* who was

among the passengers to arrive on
the steamship Mauretania last night
brought word from Sir Thomas Lips
ton that he would sail from England
for ¥pw York on October 9 to make
& tour of the country and to issue
" & challenge to the New York Yacht
Club. Referring to his plans, Sir
Thomas said:
“I will race for the cup if.1 am per-
mitted to do so on even terms. But
I will not engage to sail a marine
freak across the ocean to compete
against a skimming dish. When the
Shamrock crossed the ocean she
came within an ace of sinking with
all hands on board and 1 shall never
ask another man to subject his life
to such useless risks.”

Hoped for a Race.

Sir Thomas further said that he
hoped the New York Yacht Club
would permit a race under conditions
he would suggest. If they did not,
he felt that there was but one thing
left to do, namely: to leave a sum
in his will with directions to his exe-
cutors to build a yacht to compete
for America’s Cup whenever the New
York Yachting organization would
sanction a ‘contest under fair con-
ditions.

Mr. Garretson added that Sir Thom-
a8 is representing the yachting spirit
of England in his ambition for an-|
other challenge. |
“More than that,” said Mr. Garret-
son, “King Edward himself is deeply
interested in yachting and has been
working to restore Cowes to its
premier position as a yachting cen-
tre just as the Kaiser is working to

make Kiel pre-eminent, His renewed
efforts have the support of King Bd-
ward and the aristocratic cireles in
England give him the countenance
which it is said they have so far
withheld.”

Direct Violation.

It is evident here that if the New
York Yacht Club should accept a
challenge from Sir Thomas on the
condition he names, it \\'(hlld be a di-
rect violation of the deed of gift by
which George L. Schuyler gave the
American’s Cup to the club. The
tefms of that agreement provide that
all challenges must come from auth-
orized yacht clubs and that the chal-
lenging yacht must cross the ocean
on her own bottom and under sail.

This provision, Sir Thomas told Mr.
Garretson, protects the cup from ev-
er heing taken from the club. It al-
lows the defender to he designed along
the lines of speed only, while the
challenger must be a seaworthy craft
fit to crogs the sea under her own sail
and when she arrives here must com-
