INSANITY CAUSED WILLIAM

TAYLOR TO

Inquest Concluded Last Evening, on Body of Man Found
Drowaed in Lily Lake -- Evidence Plainly Showed that He

was Not Mentally Sound.

The inquiry into the death of Wil-
liam Taylor whose body was found in
Lily Lake, Rockwood Park, last Wed-
nesday was concluded before Coroner
D. . Berryman, in the police court
rooms last night, and the jury brought
in the following verdict:

“We, the jury empanelled to inquire
into the death of William Taylor,
whose body was found in Lily Lake,
Rockwood Park, on 16th day of Aug-
ust, 1911, find that he was drowned
he being at the time of unsound mind.’

“From the evidence adduced = we
find that Ofticer McLeod should have
dismounted and called on Howard
Dryden to assist in making an arrest,
which he failed to do.”

At the inquiry Policeman Richard
McLeod was the first witness and gave
evidence that on Tuesday evening of
last week he was talking to a man
named Dryden, an Ice Company team-
ster, about 8.45 o'clock on Hawthorne
Avenue. A man came up to witness
and said, “Look out, I'm going to cut
you.” The man made a jump towards
him and the horse became unmanage-
able and ran down the road. The man
followed and made another rush with
a knife in his hand. Witness hit the
assailant with his whip and shoved
him away with his foot.

On the secong rush the man cut
witness' leather gaiter and through his
pant leg. The man then ran towards
lake. It was dark and witness
Ice Company’s barn
left the horse there and with Dryden
went in search of the man, but could
not find him. They found his hat, coat
and vest. When the man attacked wit
ness he was without hat or coat.

Witness did not hit his assailant
with a baton and did not fire a re-
volver. Witness also searched in
company with Policemen Sullivan and
Marshall. The next day 8
going his rounds about the la and
when near the shoot-the-chutes, he
met & young man named Lugrin who
Jocated the body of Wm.
