Peking. Oct. 2.—Hie American le­
gation here received a report from 
J. Paul Jameson, vice-consul general » 
at Shanghai, stating that an American 
child had been killed and other for­
eigners were being mal-treated by 
Chinese brigands at Tsaoyang.

The legation fears that the Chinese, 
government troops are neither cap­
able nor zealous enough to accomp­
lish the release of the American and) 
Norwegian missionaries in the hands 
of the bandits at Tsaoyang, and that 
ransom alone can save the lives. of 
the foreigners still to captivity.

It ia believed that the ransom de­
manded may not be heavy, as Chinese 
ideas in monetary matters are not 
extravagant.

By the efforts of the legation and 
consulates the missionaries have been 
kept out of unsafe districts during the 
past two years, but the missionaries 
were not restricted' from going to the 
northern part of the province 
Peh, which hitherto had not been con­
sidered dangerous.

At Hankow, General Ll-Yuen Heng, 
vice-president of the republic, states 
that everything possible is being done. 
Nearly 3,000 Chinese troops are ad­
vancing on the town of Tsaoyang.

A former communication to the Am­
erican consulate reported that 
missionaries, the Rev. C. Btokstad and 
the Rev. Mr. Johnson, were proceed­
ing to Tsaoyang from Slang Yang-FX 
but their expedition evidently failed1 

the Rev. C. Stokstad telegraphed 
today as follows:

“The robbers still hold Tsaoyang, 
where they compel the Chinese citi­
zens to guard the walls. It is feared 
that the surrounding force will be in­
sufficient to prevent the bandits from 
escaping. The little son of Rev. Har­
man Fauske attached to the Mission 
of the Lutheran Brethren has been 
killed. The Rev. George Holm was 
seen on Saturday bound. A foreign 
rescuing party is again proceeding to 
Tsaoyang."

A telegram from Chung King says 
that the Province of Sze-Chuen has 
agreed to pay the troops of the Pro­
vince of Kwel-Chow $100,000 and that 
peace is assured, 
troops originally crossed the border 
when the southern part of the Pro­
vince of Zse-Chuen revolted. They cap­
tured and held Chung King and other 
Important cities until the present in 
spite of the fact that the loyal gov­
ernment troops operating in the Pro­
vince of Sze-Chuen also have defeat­
ed the rebels.

Montreal, Oct 2.—The O.P.R. Atlan­
tic liners, impress of Britain and Em­
press of Ireland, will sail to and from 
Halifax direct, throughout the winter, 
according to an official statement 
banded out at the company’s steam­
ship offices here today.

) Washington, Oct. 3.—The Demo* 
cratlc tariff revision bill probably will 
be in the hands of President Wilson 
for his signature by tomorrow night. 
The Senate at the end of a listless 
debate passed the conference report 
at 8.30 o’clock tonight by a vote of 
36 to 17, only foufr more than the 
necessary quorum of the Senate.

Senators La Follette, Republican, 
and Poindexter, Progressive, voted 
for the conference report as they did 
for the bill on its passage and Sena­
tors Randell and Thornton, Demo­
crats, voted against it, as they did 
against the bill. Otherwise it was a 
strict party vote. j

Immediately after the passage of 
the conference report, acting on mo­
tions made by Chairman Simmons, of 
the finance committee, the Senate re­
jected the Smith-Lever compromise 
cotton futures tax amendment passed 
by the House Tuesday; and then re­
ceded from its own amendment, 
known as the Clarke cotton futures 
tax plan. Both of these motions were 
carried without roll calls and their 
effort is to leave the cotton futures 
question out of the tariff bill so far as 
the Senate is concerned.

The bill will be returned to the 
house early tomorrow.

It was thought at the capitol tonight 
that the bill would become a law Sat­
urday. Anticipating such a conclusion 
to the tariff revision fight, the Treas­
ury Department was busy today mak­
ing final preparations to put the new 
rates of duty into effect on all foreign 
merchandise on the day following the 
signature of the bill by the President. 
It Is expected that millions h£, dollars 
worth of imported goods now held In 
bond will be withdrawn for distribu­
tion in this country within two or 
three days after the new tariff rates 
become effective.

This may, according to 
the cable company officials, have been 
a coincidence, or it may hgve been 
the result of the shocks. The breakage 
caused rib inconvenience to the cable 
company’s traffic. The earthquake ap­
pears to have been of a submarine 
character.

The last serious earthquake on the 
isthmus occurred in September, 1882, 
when in Panama City the municipal 
building and the cathedral were bad­
ly damaged and fissures in the earth 
occurred at Colon.
